The attached Statement of Activities shows the preliminary results of operations of Capitol Arts
Alliance for the six months ended December 31, 2001.

Section 1. Schedule of Fees

a. Application fee $.10.00
Home Occupation Business $25.00
Contractors (Home is base of business but
does contracting work away from their
home) $.50.00
Commercial Business < 10 Employees $.75.00
Commercial Business > 10 Employees $200.00

b. For temporary businesses, such as businesses to be conducted on a non-permanent

basis or by transit business persons, a fee of $ ’50 shall be charged
for each calendar day of operation.

c. If any license fee is not paid by its due date, a penalty of 20% of the license fee
shall be added to the original amount for each month thereafter or portion thereof.

Section 2. Effective Date.
