




















Section 3. For the purpose of meeting the current expenses of the County for
the fiscal year beginning January 1, 2002, until the payment of taxes and receipt of other
revenues of said fiscal year, the County shall borrow the sum of One Million Five
Hundred Thousand Dollars ($1,500,000), and for that purpose as evidence of such
indebtedness, shall issue and deliver the Notes to the Purchaser, the Notes bearing
interest at the rate of 2.20% per annum from the dated date until paid. The Notes shall be
dated as of the date of delivery, shall be known as “Cache County, Utah Tax and

- Revenue Anticipation Notes, Series 2002B,” and shall be due and payable on

December 31, 2002, in lawful money of the United States of America at U.S. Bank
National Association, Salt Lake City, Utah as paying agent. The Notes are not subject to
redemption prior to maturity. The Notes shall be represented by registered notes in
denominations of not less than $100,000 each (or the total principal amount of such Note
if such total amount is less than $100,000), and shall be in substantially the following
form: :

Sections 5-3L, 24-1, 24-2, and 24-5 of the Land Use Ordinance of Cache County,
Utah, existing on November 1, 2001 are hereby repealed.

Section 3. This ordinance shall become effective 15 days after its passage.

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72-3-105. Class D roads -- Maps to be prepared by county -- Indication of roads.

(1) As used in this section, "class D road" means any road, way, or other land surface route that has
(/\‘,ocen or is established by use or constructed and has been maintained to provide for usage by the public
" _for vehicles with four or more wheels that is not a class A, class B, or class C road under this title.

(2) Each class D road is part of the highway and road system within the state with the same force and
elfect as if the class D road had been included within this system upon its being first established or
constructed.

(3) The state and county have joint undivided interest in the title to all rights-of-way for class D roads.

(4) The county governing body exercises sole jurisdiction and control of class D roads within the
county.

(5) Each county shall prepare maps showing to the best of its ability the class D roads within its
boundaries which were in existence as of October 21, 1976. Preparation of these maps may be done by
the county itself or through any multi-county planning district in which the county participates.

(6) Any class D road which is established or constructed after October 21, 1976, shall be reflected on
maps prepared as provided in Subsection (5).

(7) The county shall provide a copy of any map under Subsection (5) or (6) upon completion to the
department.

(8) The department shall scribe each road shown on its own county map seties. The department is not
responsible for the validity of any class D road and is not responsible for its being inventoried. The
department shall also keep on file an historical map record of the roads as provided by the counties.

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72-5-104. Public use constituting dedication -- Scope.

(1) A highway is dedicated and abandoned to the use of the public when it has been continuously used
as a public thoroughfare for a period of ten years.

(2) The dedication and abandonment creates a right-of-way held by the state in accordance with
Sections 72-3-102, 72-3-104, 72-3-105, and 72-5-103.

(3) The scope of the right-of-way is that which is reasonable and necessary to ensure safe travel
according to the facts and circumstances.

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72-5-107. United States patents -- Patentee and county to assert claims to roads crossing land.

(1) (a) If any person acquires title from the United States to any land in this state over which any
public highway extends that has not been duly platted, and that has not been continuously used as a public

[ highway for a period of ten years, the person shall within three months after receipt of the person's patent
- “assert the person's claim for damages in writing to the county executive of the county in which the land is
situated.

(b) The county legislative body shall have an additional period of three months in which to begin
proceedings to condemn the land according to law.

(2) (a) The highway shall continue open as a public highway during the periods described under
Subsection (1).

(b) If no action is begun by the county executive within the period described under Subsection (1)(b),
the highway shall be considered to be abandoned by the public. :

(3) In case of a failure by the person so acquiring title to public lands to assert his claim for damage
during the three months from the time the person received a patent to the lands, the person shall
thereafter be barred from asserting or recovering any damages by reason of the public highway, and the
public highway shall remain open.

(1) (a) The state and its political subdivisions are not required to maintain highways within R.S. 2477
rights-of-way for vehicular travel unless the R.S. 2477 right-of-way encompasses a highway included on
_—~.a highway system for vehicular travel.
! (b) A decision to improve or not improve an R.S. 2477 right-of-way is a purely discretionary function.
~-~ (2) The holder of an R.S. 2477 right-of-way and the owner of the servient estate shall exercise their
rights without unreasonably interfering with one another.
(3) The holder of the R.S. 2477 right-of-way shall design and conduct construction and maintenance
activities so as to minimize impacts on adjacent federal public lands, consistent with applicable safety
standards.

(1) The Department of Transportation, counties, and cities are not required to possess centerline
surveys for R.S. 2477 rights-of-ways. '
(2) To be accepted, highways within R.S. 2477 rights-of-way do not need to be included in the plats,
descriptions, and maps of county roads required by Sections 72-3-105 and 72-3-107 or on the State
Geographic Information Database, created in Section 63A-6-203, required to be maintained by
Subsection (3).
(3) (a) The Automated Geographic Reference Center, created in Section 63A-6-202, shall create and
maintain a record of R.S. 2477 rights-of-way on the Geographic Information Database.
(b) The record of R.S. 2477 rights-of-way shall be based on information maintained by the
o Department of Transportation and cartographic, topographic, photographic, historical, and other data
Javailable to or maintained by the Automated Geographic Reference Center.

urpose:

i)‘he Agriculture Heritage Program is an effort to identify and provide preservation strategies for important
agricultural lands and open spaces. The goal of the project is to coordinate efforts among the 19 cities, Cache
County, private property owners and general citizenry to develop a strategic program for protecting and preserving
economically important agricultural lands and culturally important open spaces. The program will establish the
criteria for prioritizing which lands should be protected and the means for their protection. Policies and
implementation measures such as Purchasing Agriculture Conservation Easements, Transferring Development
Rights, and others may be adopted on a county wide basis to protect critical farm land and open spaces and to
guide development to areas that can best support urban infrastructure.

The Cache Valley Agricultural Heritage Program is also an effort to enhance the profitability and long term
sustainability of agriculture in Cache County. Its not farmland without farmers.

Need:

. Cache County leads the state in agriculture production. Agriculture contributes $111,000,000 annually
to Cache County’s economy and comprises 29 percent of the county’s gross output, supplying 11 percent
of employment and 11 per cent of payroll.

. Agriculture requires only .57 worth of services for every dollar it generates in taxes. Conversely,
residential development costs $1.27 for every tax dollar generated.

e Agricultural land use limits transportation corridor access and decreases traffic congestion; enhances
| wildlife habitat, maintains stream corridors, allows for groundwater recharge, and improves air quality.

. 267,924 acres of existing farmland are significant to Cache Valley’s visual charm and define our
community’s “sense of place.”

. Working landscapes are part of our local heritage. Over one hundred of the 1232 farms and ranches that

‘exist to day have been farmed continuously by the same family for over one hundred years.

. Fifteen percent of the county’s important farmland was converted to non-farm use between the period of
1967 and 1996.

. Cache County’s population increased by 30.5% from 1990 to 2000. This rate is expected to continue over
the next 20 years.

The County Council of Cache County, Utah, in a regular meeting, lawful notice of which has
been given, finds that the legal requirements for the creation of an Agricultural Advisory Board have
been met; and, therefore, that the proposal filed should be approved.

THEREFORE, the Cache County Council hereby adopts the following resolution:

WHEREAS, the Cache County Council adopted the Cache County Countywide
© Comprehensive Plan January 27, 1998, and

WHEREAS, the Cache County Council recognizes agriculture asamajor contributor to the
local economy and a high quality of life for Cache County citizens; and

WHEREAS, the Comprehensive Plan contains Goals and Policies that direct the County to
conserve and enhance Cache County's agricultural land base, and to maintain and enhance Cache
County's agricultural products industry as a long term sustainable industry, and '

/ \\)\ WHEREAS, many County decisions can affect agricultural production and viability; and

WHEREAS, the County desires the input of agricultural producers and others associated with
agriculture on land use proposals, land use policies, economic strategies and other county, regional,
state and/or federal programs that directly or indirectly affect agriculture in Cache County; and

WHEREAS, the County desires agriculture to continue and supports the establishment of
both public and private efforts to that end; and

THEREFORE, the Cache County Council hereby adopts the following resolution:
BE IT RESOLVED that

Section 1: Establishment of Agricultural Advisory Board

There is hereby established the Cache County Agricultural Advisory Board
(AAB).

Section 2: Purpose
The Agricultural Advisory Board provides review and recommendations to the Cache
County Council onissues thataffectagriculture. The AAB also provides a forum for

farmers and others interested in enhancing and promoting the long-term viability of
Cache County agriculture.

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Section 3: Function

To report directly to County Council or other appropriate advisory boards,
commissions and Boards as necessary to carry out the following functions:

A.

Establish, promote and implement the Cache Valley Agriculture Heritage
Program including the establishment of criteria, policies and implementation

" tools that will be adopted on a county wide basis to protect critical farm land

and open spaces and guide. development to areas that
can best support urban infrastructure. Education of the Council and the
public on the mechanics of all appropriate tools is critical.

Develop an economic development component of the Cache Valley
Agriculture Heritage Program to enhance the profitability and long term
sustain ability of agriculture in Cache County.

Provide recommendations, upon request, to the Cache County Planning
Commission and Staffregarding zoning, Comprehensive Plan, sub-area plans,
regulations and annexation issues of proposals which directly affect lands
or agricultural activities in or adjacent to the Agricultural Zone or
Agricultural Protection Areas; and

Analyze and develop recommendations that will assist the County in
addressing other issues which affect agriculture at the county, regional,
state and federal levels.

Section 4: Membership B Term of office.

A

The Board shall consist of fifteen voting members consisting of one
representative from the North Cache Conservation District Board, one
representative from Black Smith Fork Conservation District Board, one,
professional planner (this is taking the place of one representative from the
Cache County AgPreservation Board. Sinceitistheintent ofthis resolution
to have only one Agricultural Advisory Board), one representative from the
agricultural processing industry, one citizen advocate of locally grown
products for local consumption, one representative from the Cache County
Council, one representative from the Mayors Association, one representative
from Cache County Planning Commission, one representative from the
Development/Realtors/Homebuilders community, one Agricultural

Economistfrom USU, one representative of the business community atlarge,
onerepresentative of the financial industry. The remaining three positions are
to include agricultural producers representing a diversity of age, gender,

geography, and scale of producers of various agricultural commodities
produced in Cache County.

In addition to the fifteen voting members, representatives of USU
Cooperative Extension, Natural Resource Conservation Service, Farm
Service Agency, Cache Chamber of Commerce, Cache County Countywide
Planning and Development Office, Cache .Metropolitan Planning
Organization (CMPO), Bear River RC&D, Bear River Association of
Governments, Western Rural Development Center, Sustainable Agriculture
Association of BearRiver Area, Cache Farm Bureau, Water Quality Advisory

-~
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Board, Cache County Cattlemen’s Association, Farmer’s Union, and State
Department of Agriculture and Division of Wildlife Resources will serve on
the Board in an ex-officio capacity to provide staff and resources.

Other Federal, State and Local Agencies will be called upon for their
expertise as needed.

The county executive will appoint the citizen Board members with final

confirmation by County Council. Citizen member terms will be four years;
provided, that the terms of members first appointed will be staggered in the
following manner; five members will have a four year term, five members
will have a 3 year term and five members will have a two year term.

Section 5. Organization B Meetings.

Meetings of the Board shall be open and accessible to the public and shall
be subject to the Open Public Meetings Act. The Board shall determine its
own meeting schedule, but shall meet at least quarterly. At every meeting,
the Board will schedule an open session to take public comment on

agricultural issues. Written records of meetings, resolutions, findings and
recommendations shall be kept and such records shall be public. The Board
shall adopt its own rules and procedures for the conduct of business. The

Board shall elect a chairperson from among its members who shall preside

at its meetings.

Section 6: Board staffing.

is hereby approved.

The Cache Countywide Planning and Development Office shall provide
staffing for the Board. The Board is authorized to request from the
executive’s office information from administrative departments as necessary.

This resolution shall become effective immediately upon adoption.
