













































































an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $14,500,000, to bear interest at a rate or rates of not
to exceed five and seventy-five hundredths percent (5.75%) per annum, to mature over a period
not to exceed twenty-one (21) years from their date or dates, and to be sold at a discount from
par not to exceed two percent of the principal amount thereof, pursuant to a resolution to be
adopted and approved by the Council in substantially the form attached hereto as Annex I (the
“Final Bond Resolution”), a General Indenture of Trust and a First Supplemental Indenture of
Trust to be entered into at the time of issuance of the bonds in substantially the forms attached
hereto as Annex 2 (collectively, the “Indenture”). Therefore, the County hereby declares its
intention to issue the Bonds according to the provisions of this Resolution, the Final Bond
Resolution and the Indenture for the purpose of paying all or part of the cost of (1) financing the
acquisition and construction of a county administrative building and related land, facilities and
improvements, (2) financing the acquisition and construction of a law enforcement and jail
complex and rélated land, facilities and improvements, (3) financing the remodeling of and
improvements to the historic County Courthouse, (4) financing the demolition of certain existing
structures in connection with the foregoing, (5) funding a debt service reserve fund, and (6)
paying the costs incurred in connection with the issuance and sale of the Bonds.

Section 2. Notice of Bond Issuance; Contest Period. In accordance with the
provisions of Section 11-14-21 of the Utah Code, the County Clerk of the County shall cause the
Notice of Bond Issuance, in substantially the form attached hereto as 4nnex 3, to be published
one time in The Herald Journal, a newspaper published and of general circulation within the
County, and shall cause a copy of this Resolution (together with all annexes hereto), the form of
the Final Bond Resolution and the form of the Indenture to be kept on file in her office for public

examination during the regular business hours of the County until at least thirty (30) days from
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and after the date of publication thereof. The Herald Journal is hereby designated pursuant to
Section 11-14-21 of the Utah Code as the “official newspaper” of the County for purposes of any
notices to be published in accordance with the Utah Municipal Bond Act.

For a period of thirty (30) days from and after publication of the Notice of Bond
Issuance, any person in interest shall have the right to contest the legality of this Resolution
(including the Final Bond Resolution and the Indenture attached hereto) or the Bonds hereby
authorized or any provisions made for the security and payment of the Bonds. After such time,
no one shall have any cause of action to contest the regularity, formality or legality of this
Resolution (including the Final Bond Resolution and the Indenture) or the Bonds or any
provisions made for the security and payment of the Bonds for any cause.

Section 3. Public Hearing. In satisfaction of the requirements of Section
11-14-17.5(6) of the Utah Code, a public hearing shall be held by the Council of the County on
Tuesday, May 14, 2002, during the regular Council meeting which begins at 5:00 p.m., at the
regular meeting place of the Council at 120 North 100 West, in Logan, Utah, on the issuance by
the County of the Bonds in an aggregate amount up fo $14,500,000 for the purpose set forth in
Section 1; and

Section 4. Publication of Notice of Public Hearing. The County Clerk shall
publish the Notice of Public Hearing in The Herald Journal, a newspaper published and of
general circulation available to residents of the County and in which notices relative to the
County are customarily published. Such notice shall be published once a week for two
consecutive weeks, with the first publication being at least 14 days prior to the date set for the
public hearing. The Notice of Public Hearing shall be in substantially the form attached hereto

as Annex 4.
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Section 5. Form of Petition. The form of the petition to be used by registered
voters in requesting that an election be called to authorize the Bonds shall be in substantially the
form attached hereto as Annex 5.

Section 6. County Clerk to Perform Certain Acts. The County Clerk is hereby
directed to maintain a certified copy of this Resolution on file in her office during her regular
business hours for inspection by registered voters of the County, and other interested persons,
and upon request to supply copies of the form of petition specified in Section 5 hereof.

Section 7. Issuance of Bonds After Thirty-Day Period. In accordance with the
provisions of Section 11-14-17.5(7), Utah Code, if within thirty days after the final publication
of the Notice of Public Hearing, a petition or petitions, in the form specified by Section 5 hereof,
are filed with the County Clerk, signed by not less than twenty percent (20%) of the registered
voters of the County (as certified by the County Clerk of the County) requesting that an election
be called to authorize the Bonds, then the County Council shall proceed to call and hold an
election on the Bonds. If such election is held and a majority of the registered voters of the
County voting thereon approve the Bonds, then, in accordance with the provisions of the Utah
Municipal Bond Act, the County shall thereupon be authorized to issue the Bonds. If no petition
is filed within the thirty-day period after the date of the final publication of such notice, or if it is
determined that the number of signatures on the petitions filed within the thirty-day period after
the date of the final publication of such notice is less than the required number, the County shall
proceed to issue the Bonds.

Section 8. Intent to Reimburse. This Resolution is a declaration of official intent

under Treas. Reg. Section 1.150-2. In satisfaction of the requirements thereof:

(@) The County is planning to acquire and construct the facilities described in
Section 1 above (the “Facilities”) and to make expenditures relative to the Facilities
from the County’s Capital Projects Fund (the “Fund”).

(b) Expenditures relating to the Facilities (i) have been paid within sixty days
prior to the passage of this Resolution or (ii) will be paid on or after the passage of this
Resolution (the “Expenditures”).

(c) The County reasonably expects to reimburse the Expenditures from
proceeds of the Bonds.

(d) The maximum principal amount of the Bonds expected to be issued for the
Expenditures to be made from the Fund is $14,500,000.

Section 9. Severability. 1t is hereby declared that all parts of this Resolution are
severable, and if any section, paragraph, clause or provision of this Resolution shall, for any
reason, be held to be invalid or unenforceable, the invalidity or unenforceability of any such
section, paragraph, clause or provision shall not affect the remaining sections, paragraphs,
clauses or provisions of this Resolution.

Section 10. Repealér. All resolutions or parts thereof in conflict herewith are, to the
extent of such conflict, hereby repealed.
Section 1. Effective Immediately. This Resolution shall take effect immediately

upon its adoption.

NOTICE OF BONDS TO BE ISSUED

NOTICE Is HEREBY GIVEN pursuant to the provisions of Section 11-14-21, Utah Code
Annotated 1953, as amended, that on April 23, 2002, the County Council (the “Council”) of
Cache County, Utah (the “County”), adopted a resolution (the “Resolution’) in which it
authorized and approved the issuance of its excise tax revenue bonds in one or more series
(collectively, the “Bonds”), in an aggregate principal amount of not to exceed Fourteen Million
Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($14,500,000), to bear interest at a rate or rates of not to exceed
five and seventy-five hundredths percent (5.75%) per annum and to mature not later than twenty-
one (21) years from their date or dates and to be sold at a discount from par not to exceed two
percent.

Pursuant to the Resolution, the Bonds are to be issued for the purpose of paying all or
part of the cost of (1) financing the acquisition and construction of a county administrative
building and related land, facilities and improvements, (2) financing the acquisition and
construction of a law enforcement and jail complex and related land, facilities and
improvements, (3) financing the remodeling of and improvements to the historic County
Courthouse, (4) financing the demolition of certain existing structures in connection with the
foregoing, (5) funding a debt service reserve fund, and (6) paying the costs incurred in
connection with the issuance and sale of the Bonds. The Bonds are to be issued and sold by the
County pursuant to the Resolution, including as part of the Resolution a draft of a final bond
resolution, a General Indenture of Trust and a First Supplemental Indenture of Trust that were
before the Council and attached to the Resolution in substantially final forms at the time of the
adoption of the Resolution. The Council will adopt the final bond resolution and the County will
cause the General Indenture of Trust and the First Supplemental Indenture of Trust to be
executed and delivered, in each case in such form and with such changes thereto as the Council
shall approve upon the adoption of the final bond resolution, provided that the principal amount,
interest rate or rates, maturity and discount, if any, will not exceed the respective maximums
described above.

A copy of the Resolution (including the drafts of the final bond resolution, the General
Indenture of Trust and the First Supplemental Indenture of Trust attached to the Resolution) is on
file in the office of the County Clerk of the County at 120 North 100 West, in Logan, Utah,
where the Resolution may be examined during regular business hours of the County Clerk from
8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. The Resolution shall be so available for inspection for a period of at least
thirty (30) days from and after the date of the publication of this notice.

NOTICE IS FURTHER GIVEN that pursuant to law for a period of thirty (30) days from and
after the date of the publication of this notice, any person in interest shall have the right to
contest the legality of the Resolution (including the final bond resolution, the General Indenture
of Trust and the First Supplemental Indenture of Trust attached thereto) of the County or the
Bonds authorized thereby or any provisions made for the security and payment of the Bonds.
After such time, no one shall have any cause of action to contest the regularity, formality or
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legality of the Resolution, the Bonds or the provisions for their security or payment for any

cause.

NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING AND INTENT TO ISSUE
EXCISE TAX REVENUE BONDS

PUBLIC NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that on Tuesday, April 23, 2002, the County Council
(the “Council”) of Cache County, Utah (the “County”) adopted a resolution (the “Resolution”),
calling a public hearing to receive input from the public with respect to the issuance of its excise
tax revenue bonds (the “Bonds ) pursuant to the Utah Municipal Bond Act, Title 11, Chapter 14,
Utah Code Annotated 1953, as amended (the “Utah Code”).

TIME, PLACE AND LOCATION OF PUBLIC HEARING

The County will hold a public hearing during its regular County Council meeting which
begins at 5:00 p.m. on May 14, 2002. The public hearing will be held in the Council Chambers,
120 North 100 West, in Logan, Utah. The purpose of the hearing is to receive input from the
public with respect to the issuance of the Bonds. All members of the public are invited to attend
and participate in the public hearing. Written comments may be submitted to the County, to the
attention of the County Executive, prior to the public hearing.

PURPOSE FOR ISSUING BONDS

The County intends to issue the Bonds for the purpose of paying all or part of the cost of
(1) financing the acquisition and construction of a county administrative building and related
land, facilities and improvements, (2) financing the acquisition and construction of a law
enforcement and jail complex and related land, facilities and improvements, (3) financing the
remodeling of and improvements to the historic County Courthouse, (4) financing the demolition
of certain existing structures in connection with the foregoing, (5) funding a debt service reserve
fund, and (6) paying the costs incurred in connection with the issuance and sale of the Bonds.

MAXIMUM PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF THE BONDS

The County intends to issue the Bonds in an aggregate principal amount not exceeding
Fourteen Million Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($14,500,000).

EXCISE TAXES PROPOSED TO BE PLEDGED

The County proposes to pledge to the payment of the Bonds all of the legally available
revenues from the following excise taxes:
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1. Local Sales and Use Tax funds received by the County pursuant to
Title 59, Chapter 12, Part 2, Utah Code (currently levied and collected pursuant to the
Sales and Use Tax Ordinance of Cache County, Chapter 3.64 of the Cache County Code);
and

2. County Option Sales and Use Tax funds received by the County pursuant
to Title 59, Chapter 12, Part 11, Utah Code (currently levied and collected pursuant to the
Optional County Sales and Use Tax Ordinance, Chapter 3.68 of the Cache County Code).

NOTICE OF RIGHT TO FILE PETITION TO HOLD AN ELECTION

NOTICE IS FURTHER GIVEN that pursuant to Section 11-14-17.5(7), Utah Code, if within
30 calendar days of the final publication of this notice on May ___, 2002, a written petition
requesting an election and signed by at least twenty percent (20%) of the registered voters of the
County is filed with the County, then the County shall submit the question of whether or not to
issue the Bonds to the voters of the County for their approval or rejection.

If no written petition is filed or if fewer than 20% of the registered voters of the County
file a written petition, in either case, within 30 calendar days of the final publication of this
notice on May ___, 2002, the County may proceed to issue the Bonds without an election.
