Sectiond.  Sale of the Series 2002 Bonds; Bond Purchase Agreement. The Series
2002 Bonds authorized to be issued herein are hereby sold and delivered to Zions First National
Bank and Wells Fargo Brokerage Services Inc., as underwriters (the “Underwriters”), upon the
terms and conditions set forth in the Bond Purchase Agreement. The County Executive is hereby
authorized, empowered and directed to execute and deliver the Bond Purchase Agreement on
behaif of vthe Coﬁnty in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit D, with such changes
therein from the form hereto as are approved by the County Executive, his execution thereof to
constitute conclusive evidence of such approval. The County is hereby authorized, empowered
and directed to affix the seal of the County, to attest such seal and to countersign the Bond
Purchase Agreement.

Section 5.  Approval of Official Statement. The final Official Statement of the
County for the sale of the Series 2002 Bonds, in substantially the form attached hereto as

Exhibit E, with such changes, omissions, insertions and revisions as the County Executive shall

approve is hereby authorized, and the County Executive shall sign and deliver such final Official-

Statement to the Underwriters for distribution to the purchasers of the Series 2002 Bonds and

other interested persons, his execution thereof to constitute conclusive evidence of such
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approval. The use of the Preliminary Official Statement, dated May 31, 2002 by the
Underwriters in connection with the offering of the Series 2002 Bonds is hereby acknowledged,
approved and ratified.

Section 6. Approval of Debt Service Reserve Fund Policy Agreement. The Debt
Service Reserve Fund Policy Agreement (the “Policy Agreement”), by and between the County
and Financial Guaranty Insurance Company, in substantially the form attached hereto as
Exhibit F, with such changes, omissions, insertions and revisions as the County Executive shall
approve is hereby authorized and approved, and the County Executive is hereby authorized,
empowered and directed to execute and deliver the Policy Agreement on behalf of the County,
with such changes to the Policy Agreement as are approved by the County Executive, his
execution thereof to constitute conclusive evidence of such approval.

Section 7. Other Certificates and Documents Required to Evidence Compliance
with Federal Tax Laws. Each of the County Executive and the County Clerk is hereby
authorized and directed to execute such other certificates and documents as are required to
evidence compliance with the federal laws relating to the tax-exempt status of interest on the
Series 2002 Bonds.

Section 8. Other Actions With Respect to the Series 2002 Bonds. The officers and
employees of the County shall take all action necessary or reasonably reqﬁired to carry out, give
effect to, and consummate the transactions contemplated hereby and shall take ail action -
necessary in conformity with the Act to carry'out the issuance of the Series 2002 Bonds anci the

completion of the 2002 Projects, including, without limitation, the execution and delivery of any




closing and other documents required to be delivered in connection with the sale and delivery of
the Series 2002 Bonds and the completion of the 2002 Projects. If (a) the County Executive or
(b) the County Clerk shall be unavailable to execute or attest and countersign, respectively, the
Series 2002 Bonds or the other documents that they are hereby authorized to execute, attest and
countersign the same may be executed, or attested and countersigned, respectively, (i) by the
Chair of the County Council or (ii) by any Assistant or Deputy County Clerk. Without limiting
the generality of the foregoing, the officers and employees of the County are authorized and
directed to take such action as shall be necessary and appropriate to issue the Series 2002 Bonds.
Section 9. - Prior Acts Ratified, Approved and Confirmed. All acts of the officers

and employees of the County in connection with the issuance of the Series 2002 Bonds are
hereby ratified, aﬁproved and confirmed.

Section 10.  Resolution Irrepealable. Following the execution and delivery of the
First Supplemental Indenture, this resolution shall be and remain irrepealable until the Series
2002 Bonds and the interest thereon shall have been fully paid, cancelled, and discharged.

Section 11.  Severability. If any section, paragraph, clause, or provision of this
resolution shall for any reason be held to be invalid or unenforceable, the invalidity or
unenforceability of such section, paragraph, clause, or provision shall not affect any of the
remaining provisions of this resolution.

Section 12.  Effective Date. This resolution shall be effective immediately upon its

approval and adoption.

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RESOLUTION NO. 2001- 20

A RESOLUTION SUPPORTING THE CREATION OF THE CACHE
UNIFIED EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICE
ADVISORY BOARD

WHEREAS, Cache County recognizes the need for high quality
emergency medical services for the citizens of Cache County; and

WHEREAS, Cache County finds that this objective can be further
accomplished by the creation of an advisory board that can assist in identifying areas of
need and improvement; and

WHEREAS, the creation of an advisory board is an effective organization to
facilitate countywide cooperation,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Cache County -
supports the creation of the Cache Unified Emergency Medical Services (CUEMS)
Advisory Board as set forth below.

L The purpose of the CUEMS Advisory Board is to represent emergency medical
service interests of the citizens of Cache County as determined in consultation with
the Cache County Council and County Executive and the mayors and municipal
councils of the respective cities and towns in the county.

i The CUEMS Advisory Board shall serve as a recommending body to the Cache
County Council and to the various municipal councils within Cache County. The
Advisory Board shall be responsible for developing a strategic plan and making
recommendations in, but not limited to, the following areas:

Potential locations for ambulance service substations.

Countywide training standards for EMS personnel.

Quality and level of service standards for emergency medical services.

Funding for training and expanded services.

Enhance coordination among units & personnel.

.  The CUEMS Advisory Board shall be responsible for commissioning an annual
audit of the City of Logan Ambulance Service budget, said audit to be funded by
the City of Logan.

IV.  The composition of the Board shall consist of seven (7) members and shall
include the following:
a. The Cache County Executive or his/her designee.

b. The Logan City Mayor or his/her designee.

c¢. The Hyrum City Mayor or his/her designee.

d. The Smithfield City Mayor or his/her designee.




e. Two Mayors at large or their designee appointed by the Cache County Mayors ~
Association.

f. One member at large appointed by the Logan City Mayor.
