- SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE
SECTION 900
DETERMINATION OF A BUILDABLE AGRICULTURAL LOT

Section 900-1. Purpose. ‘

This chapter is provided to allow for the consideration of lots that were originally created as a division
or partition of land for agricultural purposes, pursuant to Title 59, Chapter 2, Part 5, Farmland
Assessment Act, Utah Code Annotated, 1953, as amended, and which existed prior to January 1, 2000,
and which are now proposed as a developable lot for the purposes of establishing one single-family
dwelling unit and associated buildings, structures or improvements requiring a building permit. Any
further divisions of the subject parcel shall meet the requirements for minor or major subdivision for
the original 1970 parcel as defined in Section 100-4 of this ordinance.

Section 900-2. Application to Zoning Administrator.

An application and fee for a Determination of a Buildable Agricultural Lot shall be presented to the
Zoning Administrator. The Zoning Administrator will review the application and determine if the
required information provided is complete.

Section 900-3. Application Requirements.

The following information is required for all applications for a Determination of a Buildable Agricultural
Lot. The applicant may be required to provide other information, required by the Zoning Administrator,
necessary to evaluate the application and compliance with this Ordinance.

(1) ADetermination ofaBuildable Agricultural Lot application, provided by the Zoning Administrator,
completed and signed by the owner(s), or authorized agent of the owner(s).

(2) A record of survey map identifying both the graphical and text description of the lot proposed as a
Buildable Agricultural Lot, prepared by a professional land surveyor at a convenient scale of not
more than one (1) inch equals one hundred (100) feet, or at a scale as approved by the Zoning
Administrator. The record of survey map shall be prepared in pen and shall be of such a size as is
acceptable for recordation in the Office of the Cache County Recorder. One (1) mylar copy of the
record of survey map shall be presented to the Zoning Administrator along with two (2) paper
copies. The Zoning Administrator may request additional copies if required.

For the lot proposed as a Buildable Agricultural Lot, the record of survey shall show the following
information:

(a) A minimum lot size of twenty (20) acres, or the minimum lot size as required by the Zoning
District in which the proposed Buildable Agricultural Lot is located, whichever is greater;

(b) The location of survey by quarter section and township and range;

(c) The date of survey;



. } (d) The scale of drawing and north point;

(e) The distance and course of all lines traced or established, giving the basis of bearing and the
distance and course to a section corner or quarter corner, including township and range, or an
identified monument within a recorded subdivision;

(f) All measured bearings, angles, and distances separately indicated from those of record,;
(g) A written boundary description of the property surveyed;
(h) All monuments set and their relation to older monuments found;

i) The location and dimensions of all existing buildings, existing property lines and fence lines;

() A title block placed on the lower right hand corner of the plat showing:

)] Name and address of owner(s) of record and a surveyor's certificate showing the
name and registration number of the licensed land surveyor responsible for making
the plat or survey and certifying to the accuracy of such plat; and

(i) Date of preparation of the plat and any revision dates

/3 (k) Signature blocks prepared, as required and provided by the County, for the dated signatures of
- the Planning Commission Chair, Chief Deputy County Surveyor, and County Recorder;

() Identification of known natural features including, but not limited to, wetlands as identified by
the U. S. Army Corps of Engineers, areas which would be covered in the event of 100 year
floods, all water bodies, flood ways and drainage ways, slopes exceeding 25%, and any other
natural features as required by the Planning Commission;

(m) Identification of known man-made features including, but not limited to, high voltage power
lines, high pressure gas lines, hard surfaced roads, road easements, road rights-of- way,
bridges, culverts and drainage channels, field drains, existing water and sewer trunk lines,

all utility easements, railroads and railroad easements, irrigation ditches, canals and canal
easements within and adjacent to the lot;

(n) The surveyor's signature and seal; and
(o) The surveyor's business name and address;

(3) If the lot is located in whole or in part within 300 feet of the boundary of an agriculture protection

area, the owner of the proposed Buildable Agricultural Lot shall provide notice on the record of
survey map as follows:

— "Agriculture Protection Area
/\) This lot is located in the vicinity of an established agriculture protection area in which
normal agricultural uses and activities have been afforded the highest priority use status. It
can be anticipated that such agricultural uses and activities may now or in the future be



conducted on property included in the agriculture protection area. The use and enjoyment
of this property 1s expressly conditioned on acceptance of any annoyance or inconvenience
which may result from such normal agricultural uses and activities."

(4) A note on the record of survey, provided by Cache County, identifying that Cache County has not
determined the availability and adequacy of culinary water to the lot, with all owners being advised
of the requirements to obtain a culinary water well permit and comply with all other requirements
for the issuance of a building permit, prior to the issuance of any building permit;

(5) A tax clearance from the Cache County Treasurer indicating that all taxes, interest, and penalties
owing for the lot have been paid.

(6) Payment of the non-refundable Determination of a Buildable Agricultural Lot administrative
processing fee as established by Resolution by the County Council.

Section 900-4. Evidence and Availability of Required Services.

In addition to the information required in Section 900-3, the following information is required to be
presented as part of the Determination ofa Buildable Agricultural Lot Application, necessary to establish
the availability of basic services to the proposed Buildable Agricultural Lot.

1) Water Requirements.

The Bear River Health Department, the office of the State Water Engineer, and the Utah Department of
Environmental Quality shall be considered the County's experts in evaluating the proposed culinary
water supply system. It shall be the responsibility of the applicant to provide information and materials
as required by the Bear River Health Department, the office of the State Water Engineer or the Utah

Department of Environmental Quality, or a letter of approval to connect to an existing public culinary
source, as applicable.

) Sewage Requirements.

The Bear River Health Department and the Utah Department of Environmental Quality shall be
considered the County's experts in evaluating the proposed sewage treatment system. It shall be the
responsibility of the applicant to provide information and materials as required by the Bear River Health
Department or the Utah Department of Environmental Quality, as applicable.

A Determination of a Buildable Agricultural Lot application proposing individual onsite wastewater
disposal systems shall include a feasibility report, meeting the requirements of the Bear River Health
Department or Utah Department of Environmental Quality, as applicable, for the lot. A minimum lot
size of twenty (20) acres is required for a Determination of a Buildable Agricultural Lot but a larger lot
may be required by the Zoning Administrator necessary to assure that the lot will provide adequate
onsite sewer treatment. All applicants for a Determination of a Buildable Agricultural Lot, where onsite
wastewater systems are proposed, shall provide, as part of the application materials, a septic tank permit
or septic tank feasibility letter from the Bear River Health Department or Utah Department of
Environmental Quality, as applicable, for the proposed Buildable Agricultural Lot.

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(3)  Storm Drainage Requirements.

No storm water drainage shall be allowed to flow from any portion of a Buildable Agricultural Lot to
any adjacent properties, ditches, canals, or waterways without the prior written authorization, with a note
on the Buildable Agricultural Lot record of survey identifying a proposed and recordable drainage
easement, provided by the adjacent property owner, ditch or canal company.

4) County Road Department or Utah Department of Transportation Review and Clearance.

(A) A County Road Department Clearance identifying any items related to providing adequate
access. If the Buildable Agricultural Lot will be accessed directly from a State or Federal
Highway, an appropriate access permit as required by the State of Utah Department of
Transportation shall be provided with the Buildable Agricultural Lot application materials.

(B)  AllBuildable Agricultural Lots shall be required to make improvements to any adjacent County
road determined necessary, and reasonably related to the needs of the Buildable Agricultural Lot,
to the road standards of the County, the Logan Urbanized Area, or the Metropolitan
Planning Organization Area, as applicable.

© All Buildable Agricultural Lots proposing to be accessed from a private road, street, or driveway
shall include a note on the record of survey map as follows:
"This private road/street/driveway is not dedicated to Cache County and
no road maintenance or snow removal is provided by the County."

(D)  No Determination of a Buildable Agricultural Lot shall be made by the Zoning Administrator
where a road or street dedication is proposed or required.

Section 900-5. Zoning Administrator to Determine a Complete Application.

Prior to considering the application for a Buildable Agricultural Lot, the Zoning Administrator, in
conjunction with the County Surveyor, shall determine and find that the Determination of a Buildable

Agricultural Lotapplication is complete and contains all the application materials as required by Section
900-3 and Section 900-4.

Section 900-6. Lack of Determination of Buildable Lot Application Information - Application
Incomplete. '

The lack of any information required By Section 900-3 or Section 900-4 herein, or improper information
supplied by the applicant shall be cause for the Zoning Administrator to find the Buildable Agricultural
Lot application incomplete.

A Zoning Administrator determination of an incomplete Buildable Agricultural Lot application shall
prohibit a Determination of the Buildable Agricultural Lot application by the Zoning Administrator. If
the Zoning Administrator determines that the Buildable Agricultural Lot application lacks any
information required by Section 900-3 or Section 900-4 herein, the Zoning Administrator shall notify
the applicant of the information lacking from the Buildable Agricultural Lot application. The Zoning
Administrator shall allow forty-five (45) days from the date of notification of an incomplete Buildable



Agricultural Lot application for the applicant to provide the required information and provide a complete
Buildable Agricultural Lot application to the Zoning Administrator. If the application for a Buildable
Agricultural Lot remains incomplete after forty-five (45) days from date of notification of an incomplete
Buildable Agricultural Lot application, the Zoning Administrator shall return the entire incomplete
Buildable Agricultural Lot application to the applicant accompanied by the Buildable Agricultural Lot
application fees paid.

Section 900-7. Buildable Agricultural Lot Approval - Procedures.
(1) Zoning Administrator Authorized to Approve - Following County Surveyor Review.

(A) The Zoning Administrator, acting in an administrative capacity, is authorized to make
Determination of all Buildable Agricultural Lot applications.

(B)  Priorto considering a Determination of a Buildable Agricultural Lot application the Zoning

Administrator shall requestareview ofthe Buildable Agricultural Lot application materials
by the County Surveyor.

© Following a review by the County Surveyor, or designee, and a determination by the County
Surveyor, or designee, that the Buildable Agricultural Lot application complies with the
requirements of State Law and this Ordinance, the Zoning Administrator shall consider the
application and all materials submitted. The Zoning Administrator shall either approve or
deny the Buildable Agricultural Lot application.

(2) The Zoning Administrator shall approve a Determination of a Buildable Agricultural Lot application
if the application, and other materials presented complies with all the requirements of Section 900-3
and Section 900-4 herein and complies with generally accepted surveying standards, as reviewed
by the County Surveyor, and is acceptable for recordation in the Office of the Cache County
Recorder. The decision of the Zoning Administrator to approve a Determination of a Buildable
Agricultural Lot shall be accompanied by findings of fact.

(3) The Zoning Administrator shall deny a Determination of a Buildable Agricultural Lot application
if the application, and other materials presented, does not comply with all the requirements of
Section 900-3 and Section 900-4 herein or does not comply with generally accepted surveying
standards, as reviewed by the County Surveyor, or is unacceptable for recordation in the office of
the Cache County Recorder. The decision of the Zoning Administrator to deny a Determination of
a Buildable Agricultural Lot shall be accompanied by findings of fact.

Section 900-8. Building Permits to be Issued After Approval.

After a Determination of a Buiidable Agricuitural Lot application has been administratively approved
by the Zoning Administrator, and recorded in the office of the Cache County Recorder, the applicant
may apply for a zoning clearance and building permit(s) consistent with the approved Buildable
Agricultural Lot, and the requirements for a building permit.

Section 900-9. Effective Period of a Determination of a Buildable Agricultural Lot Approval.

The approval of a Determination of a Buildable Agricultural Lot shall be effective for a period of one
(1) year from the date the Buildable Agricultural Lot is approved by the Zoning Administrator, at the




end of which time, such Buildable Agricultural Lot shall have been recorded in the office of the Cache
County Recorder. If the approved Buildable Agricultural Lot is not recorded within the one (1) year
period of date of the approval, the Buildable Agricultural Lot approval shall be void; and the applicant
shall be required to submit a new Buildable Agricultural Lot application for review and approval subject
to the then existing provisions of this Ordinance and all other applicable Local, State, and Federal
requirements in effect at the time of the submission of the Buildable Agricultural Lot application.

Section 900-10 Site Preparation Work Prohibited.

No excavation, grading or regrading for the proposed Buildable Agricultural Lot shall take place and
no building permits shall be issued, until a proposed Buildable Agricultural lot has received
administrative approval from the Zoning Administrator and the Buildable Agricultural Lot has been
recorded in the office of the Cache County Recorder, as required herein
