Pick-up and transport FEPP from the facility at which it is located when
notified by the Division to do so. If said property is not picked up and
transported from site in a time-frame specified by the Division, it will no
longer be available to the County.

Properly maintain all property and equipment provided by this agreement in
operational condition for response to wildland fires, and attempt to assure
year-round storage in a heated structure. No FEPP equipment will be
altered or equipped in a manner which will prevent fire suppression from
being the primary purpose of the equipment use. The property and
equipment provided by this agreement may be used for structural and other
types of fire suppression.

Obtain written approval from the Division prior to altering, cannibalizing,
or removing parts from any of the FEPP or equipment provided through
this agreement.

Return all FEPP and equipment to a location designated by the Division
when it is no longer useful to the wildland fire protection program. The
'Division, in consultation with the county, will determine the usefulness of

the equipment to the wildland fire program.

Make available to the Division the equipment provided to the County for
fires on State, Federal, or private lands outside of the County when
requested by the County Fire Warden or an authorized Division employee.
The County will be reimbursed for equipment usage by the Division at a
rate of 66% of the annually published charges in the Great Basin Fire
Business Handbook. Reimbursement to the County for equipment used on
federal lands will be through the Division.

Provide liability insurance on all federal excess property provided by this
agreement in an amount no less than those established by State Law.

Submit all fire suppression bills or estimates if final costs are unknown, to
the Division, including those provided for in UCA 65A-8-6, prior to
December 1 of each year.

- IT IS MUTUALLY AGREED:

To prepare annually a Wildland Fire Protection Budget for the Wildland
Fire Program. The budget will provide for the County Firewarden salary,
fire suppression costs on private and county lands, maintenance of excess
federal equipment provided by this agreement, fire training, and other items
agreed upon as beneficial in implementing the efficient and effective
operation of the wildland fire protection program in the County.

That the details of the costs of the County Fire Warden position will be
developed as part of the annual Wildland Fire Protection Budget. The
detailed cost analysis will display the cost centers, estimated cost, and
responsible parties.

That any reimbursements to the County for wildland fire prosecutions be
deducted from the total suppression costs for a particular fire season when
determining eligible reimbursement as provided for in UCA 65A-8-6.

The Divisions fire suppression resources from Lone Peak Conservation
Program will only be provided at the costs charged to all users.

The County Firewarden and Standby will meet minimum training and
physical standards, which necessitates annually passing the NIIMS pack
test and being issued annually a red card listing individual’s qualification,
through Division training program, of at least a basic firefighter I or II.

That the County Firewarden is supervised by the Bear River Area Manager
and County Executive.

That during the wildland fire season (June 1 - October 31) the County
Firewarden has responsibilities involving the structural and non-wildland
aspects of the County fire protection program in addition to those in the
Cooperative Wildland Fire Protection Program, and that time will be made
available for the County Firewarden to administer each of these respective
programs on behalf of the Division and County.

That from November 1 to May 31 annually, the County Firewarden is
assigned responsibilities pertaining to the Cooperative Wildland Fire
Protection Program in addition to the County structure and non-wildland
fire protection program, and that time will be made available for the
County Firewarden to administer these wildland fire protection
responsibilities on behalf of the Division and the County.

That the Fire Chief having jurisdictional responsibility for a certain
geographical area in the County is the official representative in
structural/personal property protection concerns.

If other county departments (i.e. Sheriff, Road) are requested by the
incident commander to respond to a wildland fire incident on private land,
the expense incurred by the other county department can be a charge
against that wildland fire incident and eligible for reimbursement under
terms of Utah Code Title 65A-8-6 and the Impact Fund.

That the County Firewarden is part of the Division’s Statewide
organization and shall operate under the direction and policy of the
Division in relation to the Cooperative Wildland Fire Protection Program.

That the expenses for additional wildland fire training beyond the basic
requirements may be a shared expense between the County and the
Division. '

That negotiations will occur to determine replacement of the County
Firewarden vehicle described in B-4 at least one (1) year before it reaches
its useful life (at least 60,000 miles or 4 years, whichever comes first). The
Division’s payment ($0.23/mile) for depreciation of this vehicle will be
placed and held in a separate account set up by the County. This fund will
be utilized as the Division’s obligation toward replacement of the County
Firewarden vehicle.

That fuels modification projects in the interface areas will be coordinated
between the Division and County, and other agencies and private
individuals affected by the project.

That any burning permits issued be so issued under Utah Air Quality
regulations, laws/rules established under Title 65A of the Utah Code, and
any county ordinances in effect.

Section II - Wildland Fire Suppression Fund Program

For the purpose of establishing and maintaining participation of the County and State in
the Wildland Suppression fund as provided by UCA 65A-8-6.1, 65A-8-6.2, 65A-8-6.3,
65A-8-6.4, and 65A-8-6.5:



THE DIVISION WILL:

1.

Administer the Wildland Fire Suppression fund to pay fire suppression and
approved pre-suppression project costs on eligible lands within the
unincorporated areas of the County.

2. Make rules to administer the Wildland Suppression Fund.

3. Pay into the fund an-amount equal to the County’s payment, including any
equity payment required under this agreement.

4. Provide for disbursement for eligible fire suppression costs.

5. Delay making disbursements from the fund if monies in the fund are
insufficient to cover all eligible costs in the program year. Monies may be
prorated among those entitled to payments at less than 100%.

6. Pay one half of the County’s remaining suppression costs, if monies in the
fund are insufficient to pay for all eligible fire suppression costs.

7. Reimburse the County from the Wildland Fire Suppression Fund to pay the
costs of approved pre-suppression projects and fire management activities
initiated and completed by the County.

THE COUNTY WILL:

1. Pay the assessment fee as determined in UCA 65A-8-6.2.

2. Budget an amount for fire suppression costs as determined to be normal by
the State Forester in accordance with the formula specified by rule R652-
121-200.

3. Determine their equity payment in accordance with Division rule R 652-
121-600.

4, Pay any required equity payment as per UCA 65A-8-6.2.

5. Provide documentation for the amount of privately and County owned
lands in the unincorporated area of the County.

6. Provide documentation of the locally assessed taxable value of real

property in the unincorporated area of the County.
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EXHIBIT 1

FEDERAL EXCESS EQUIPMENT CUSTODIAL AGREEMENT

In accordance with the regulations set forth in the Cooperative Wildland Fire Protection
Agreement between the Utah Division of Forestry, Fire, and State Lands (Division) and

County, the Fire Department

(Cooperator) agrees to the following terms regarding the provision of the Federal Excess
Equipment to the local cooperator through the Division: '

1.

The equipment will be “in service” within 12 months of acquisition (delivery date to
cooperator).

2. Equipment will be housed in a heated building.

3. Water Tenders and Engines will be painted white or alternate color agreed upon
between the Division and the Cooperator.

4. Maintenance cost will be the responsibility of the cooperator.

5. Cooperator will provide i)ersdnnel, at a charge to requesting agency, to operate the
Federal Excess Equipment upon request from the County Fire Warden, Area Fire
Management Officer, or Area Manager.

6. Inventory number tag will be properly displayed on the dash of the vehicle chassis.

Subject: Fire Personnel -- Physical Fitness & Training Requirements

PURPOSE

The purpose of this policy is to define the physical fitness and training requirements for all
fire suppression personnel within the Division of F orestry, Fire and State Lands.

POLICY

Due to the hazardous nature of wildland fire suppression, the National Interagency
Incident Management System (NIIMS) has established standardized qualifications for all
wildland firefighters throughout the nation. Training in fulfillment of these qualifications is
offered through the 310-1 Wildland Fire Qualification Subsystem and requires that all
individuals meet certain training, experience and physical fitness standards.

A. Physical Fitness

In an effort to ensure that all Division fire suppression activities are conducted in 2 safe

and effective manner, the Division has determined that all employees and other personnel

representing the Division in fire suppression activities will be required to pass a-stress the PrcleTes

Administration of the physical fitness test must be done by a qualified individuai,

designated by the Division Fire Management Coordinator, who can witness and verify the
employee’s score.

B. Training

In addition to meeting the NIIMS minimum training standards, all personnel who perform
the duties of a fire warden for the Division must be certified through the Red Card system.
An employee will be certified only in those positions for which they meet all the NIIMS
standards. The minimum requirements for qualification as a wildland firefighter include
Firefighter Training, Introduction to Fire Behavior and Basic Incident Command Systems.
Area Managers are responsible for ensuring that fire wardens in their Areas meet all the
necessary training standards prior to representing the Division in active duty. Fire

wardens should be trained to meet the Type IV Incident Commander level as soon as
practical.
