Subject: Jail Housing — Reducing Costs

I feel there are three potential plans of addressing the issue of housing inmates:

1. The Jail could set up emergency release procedures. Reviewing the crimes
that have been committed would accomplish this, number of days served,
class of crime, and an additional review with the judges and AP&P. This
could reduce the number inmates down to a number that we could house
within the Cache County Jail. Davis County has a plan similar to this that we
could modify for our use. This would have the risk of placing inmates on the
street without serving any jail time or a substantially reduced sentence. We
would release a total of 34 on the low end to more than 50 inmates on the
high end. :

2. The Jail could add additional bunks throughout the facility raising the inmate
population from 74 to 109 or an additional 35 new beds. We could then
house any additional inmates at other county jails. This plan would not
release any inmates as identified in plan (1). The cost to add the additional
beds would be approximately $10,500.00. We would hire additional staff
immediately to cover the increased demand and safety issues for both staff
and the inmates.

3. The County Council could raise additional dollars through the normal process
to cover the additional housing costs that are accruing at the other county jails
that are housing our inmates. This is the mostly costly plan, but is the one

I and my staff have come up with these ideas, each of them has their own good and

bad points. Only plan (1) would totally reduce our costs. Plan (2) reduces our inmate

housing costs by $45,000 a month. Plan (3) would increase costs to somewhere
around $600,00-750,000 for 2003.
