ORDINANCE NO 2002-_9°

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE, ORIGINALLY
ADOPTED BY ORDINANCE NO. 2000-16/17, TO INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING
DEFINITION AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

The County Legislative Body of Cache County ordains as follows:

Section 1.

100-6 Natural Barrier Determination Definition

Natural barrier may include a pre-1970 parcel of land which is divided by a Federal, State
or County road and/or a major waterway under the jurisdiction of the Bureau of
Reclamation or the State Water Engineer, and/or a railroad right-of-way which is active
and in use. Irrigation canals or ditches under the jurisdiction of a canal company or
private ownership do not apply. Private roads do not constitute a natural barrier.

A.

The applicant wishing to have a natural barrier determination shall apply
to the Planning Commission for that determination.

If a natural barrier determination (as defined above) is used for the purpose
of creating two or more minor subdivisions, and/or more than 5 homes are
to be accessed by an interior private road, the Planning Commission may

require a fire protection system with water storage and fire hydrants to
meet State Fire Code. '

Irrigation canals of 10 feet or greater may be considered as a natural
barrier. This distance shall be measured from the historical high water
mark from one bank of the canal to the opposite bank. At least 80 percent

of the canal length being proposed as a natural barrier shall meet this
criteria.

Section 2. This ordinance shall become effective upon passage.

SUBJECT:  Property Tax Requests for Hardship Applicants

The guidelines for the severe economic hardship abatement found in the Utah Code Annotated, Sections 59-2-1107,
59-2-1108, and 59-2-11089, is up to 50 percent of taxes owing for the current year, not to exceed $637.00. The
following applicants do not meet the criteria for circuit breaker and indigent abatement because of age or income;
therefore it becomes the governing body's decision to remit or abate according to the above mentioned codes (see
attached):

Previous Year Applicant:

Jennifer M. Carroll - 07-187-0001(Logan) 43 years old.

Ms. Carroll is a single mother with 2 children. Their father is in Arizona and many attempts
have been made by the State to collect child support but as yet they have been unsuccessful.
She has a 12 yr old daughter and her son is 7. He has had 13 brain surgeries and has a high
risk for seizures. This causes Ms. Carroll to work only part time, she has been unemployed
since February 26, 2001. She is trying to complete her education at USU and has a student
loan to allow her to attend. She will graduate May 2003. No medical statement was included.
The child support income for 2001 was $5,300.00 and student loans totaling $11,000.00. The
taxes for 2002 are $711.53 (abatement of 50% is $355.76).

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State of the County

2002 has been a very busy year. If you remember where we were at the beginning
of 2002 a lot has been accomplished in the last ten plus months.

After working with the State Department of Corrections for several years and making
limited progress, Cache County decided to go it alone, so to speak, and we move out on
a bold project of designing, programming and constructing a Cache County Public Safety
& Jail Complex. This moved from an idea during the January and February time frame
to a decision by the County Council in March to seek Sales Tax Revenue Bonds, followed
by the decision to move forward on a Construction Manager arrangement.

The County, working closing with the County’s Public Safety & Jail Complex
Committee, issued a Request for Proposals for Architectural Services and in April the
Committee selected LJSH, LLC to provide these services. A Request for Proposals,
drafted with the assistance of LISH, for Construction Management Services was issued
in late April. On May 24™ the Committee awarded the Construction Manager to Sahara,
Inc. and contracts with Sahara were signed on July 31*.,

During this process many efforts were made to locate a suitable site for the facility.
We started with property owned by the City of Logan near the Landfill. Due to
environmental issues and shortage of acreage at the original site a number of other sites
were under consideration. Many hours of negotiating and compromise were spent on
finding a suitable site and in the end it proved beneficial to both the County and other
parties involved in this process. Given the number of public hearings and reviews before
both the Logan City Planning Commission and the Logan City Council, for both a re-zone
and a conditional use permit, the County was very pleased with the cooperative efforts of
the City of Logan to help us find a suitable site.

Part of the funding for the Public Safety Facility comes from a Violent Offender
Incarceration Grant which required an environmental assessment before any construction
could begin. Given the relatively short time frame from May 24™ when the notice to
proceed was issue, combined with the on again, off again scheduling challenges due to
the site issues, it is amazing that we moved through the entire environmental assessment
process including the public hearing process and obtained a Finding of No Significant
Impact with a notice that construction could begin on October 15",

A Ground Breaking was held on October 17" and we anticipate that the pre-cast jail
cells will arrive on Monday November 18th. Construction is moving full steam ahead with
an estimated completion date of January-March 2004. When | think of and review all that
we have gone through to get this project to this stage | am amazed that we have been able
to make the progress that has been made to this point. Although it has been a taxing and
difficult year for all of us, we made a very wise decision to move forward with the Public

Safety and Jail Complex given the demands on our current facility.

In 2001 Cache County decided to move forward with a combined project of: a)
purchasing the Wilkinson Building and replacing it with a new County Administration
Building, b) Demolishing the current Cache County Hall of Justice, and c) Remodeling and
restoring the Historic Court House. In the later part of 2001 the County selected Jensen
Haslem as the Architects for the combined projects. Designing and Programming was
done in late 2001 and early 2002.  The County purchased the Wilkinson Building in
March after all the easement, right-of-way, and zoning issues had been resolved by the
previous owners.  Bids for the contractor for the new County Administration Building
were opened on March 12" and Raymond Construction was awarded the job shortly
thereafter. A ground breaking ceremony was held on April 9". This project is under
budget and is moving along very well.

As mentioned before, as part of the decision to build the County Administration
Building we also agreed to provide up to $1,000,000 toward the remodel and restoration
of the Historic Court House. Designing and Programming for this building have been
ongoing through this process and with better estimate on costs, efforts are underway to
raise the additional funds needed to complete this project in the private sector.

The Eccles Ice Center opened to the public on January 1, 2002 and hosted a
number of 2002 Winter Olympics Teams who both practiced and put on exhibition
performances in Cache County. Cache County representatives on the North Park
Interlocal Cooperative along with representatives from North Logan, Hyde Park and Logan
are working with the Bridgerland Community Ice Arena to insure the long term financial
viability of the Eccles Ice Center.

At the end of 2001 the County received an Incorporation Petition, based on a
feasibility study made in 2000, for the College-Young area, we certified the petition and
held an election on May 7th. The citizens of that area voted not to incorporate but a lot of
time and energy was expended by a number of County employees and officials to provide
information and make this process work properly.

Cache County was notified in February by the Great American West Rodeo
Committee that they no longer wanted to contract with Cache County to put on the Cache
County Rodeo held in conjunction with the Fair. A new rodeo committee was form and
individual contracts were entered into with the stock producers. This new arrangement
cost the County less and revenues were almost equal to last year. This was achieved with
lower ticket prices, more spectators at the events, and improved cooperation between the
rodeo and the other fair activities. The Fair Committee and new Rodeo Committee
deserve the credit for this success on such short notice.

Cache County was also notified in January that In-Geo, the company that we
developed the ACT system with wanted to terminate that agreement due to conflicts of
interest with their parent company. The Assessor, Recorder, Auditor, Treasurer and Data
Processing Departments worked with In-Geo to make designated improvements to the
system and we agreed to terminate our agreement in August. We are in the process of
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developing a programming contract with LandEZ and Landlight Systems. All of these
departments have noted marked improvements since this change has been made and our
long term goal is to be independent of the need for outside programming for our tax roll
system.

A major effort has been made this year as it relates to the Resort and Recreation
Zone. This council has played a major role in that process and | don’t want to restate
what all of you already know. But given the interest and the public input received as part
of this process it has taken a significant amount of time on the part of a number of
departments through out the county.  Certainly the Countywide Planning Office, the
Zoning Department and the Cache County Planning Commission were major players in this
effort along with the County Council.

There are a number of other areas in which improvements have been made: Our
Ag Preservation Committee is functioning and very active in looking for methods and ways
to help preserve Agricultural Land. The Water Policy Advisory Board continues to work
on studies and plans to help resolve the long-term water concerns of the County.

Solving the Jail issues has become a focal point for the 2003 budget, because of
the shear impact to the County budget as a whole. This year we estimate that the County
will spend $680,000 just to house prisoners outside of the County in other County facilities.
If we had not made the decision in October that number would be even higher. Because
of these issues a major part of the budget revolves around trying to solve this problem over
the long term.

There are issues that we need to keep working on:

Mt. Pisgah TV Translator Site Litigation is still unresolved. There has again for the
third time been discussions between Cache County’s and Beus’s attorneys about a way
to settle the issues. If some reasonable agreement could be reached | think it would be
in the long term best interests of our Citizens. {f not we need to move forward with plans
to install a receiving site on Clarkston Peak and further develop our options on translating
sites in the County.

Locating Ambulances in the North and South ends of the County continues to be
an issue that is very important to our Quick/First Responders throughout the County. As
the Fire Board visited with the local Fire Departments through the County last month this
was probably the most pressing matter that we heard about. As you know, Cache County
canceled the previous agreement with Logan in August, 2001 and we just made our final
payment under that contract this last week. Funding is the major stumbling block but
proposals are being considered (such as an ambulance district) which would allow a
County wide board to work with Logan City Fire to make this happen.
