AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR CHANGES OF SALARIES FOR CACHE COUNTY
OFFICERS FOR 2003 AND SUPERSEDING PRIOR RESOLUTIONS AND ORDINANCES.

The County Council of Cache County, Utah, in a regular meeting, lawful notice of which has
been given, finds that a public hearing regarding the proposed county budget for 2003 including the
change of salaries for the Cache County Officers for 2003 was conducted on November 26, 2002,
in accordance with Section 17-16-14, Utah Code Annotated, upon lawful notice; that the Organic
Act for the Government of Cache County, Utah, as approved on November 6, 1984, authorizes the
modification of the salaries for all elected county officers by ordinance; that the budget for Cache
County officers has been adopted by the Cache County Council in accordance with the applicable
law; and that an ordinance providing for a salary change for the elected county officers is appropriate
for carrying into effect the approved salary changes.

Now therefore, the Cache County Council ORDAINS as follows:

SECTION 1: OFFICER’S SALARIES

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CERTAIN SECTIONS OF THE CACHE COUNTY
CODE, CHAPTER 3 SECTION 4, AKA THE CACHE COUNTY FISCAL
PROCEDURES ORDINANCE

Section 1. Ordinance no 2000-10 is hereby repealed.

Section 2. The following sections of the Cache County Code are amended as follows:

3.08.020 Purchase policy.

A. As a general policy, and to the degree reasonable, the county shall
endeavor to make all purchases locally provided that the items or services

purchased are available in the required quantity, quality, and within a reasonable
time. )

B. All purchases which are made through the Utah State Central Stores, state
or federal agencies, or from Utah State Surplus sources shall be approved by the
purchasing agent before finalization.

C. Bids for public improvements and construction projects shall be made in
accordance with state law and the provisions of Chapter 3.12.

D. Purchases shoutd shall not be split to avoid meeting the frvehumndred one
