RESOLUTION NO. 2003-01

A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE INTENT OF

COUNTY (THE "COUNTY") TO ARRANGE FOR SHORT-TERM
FINANCING TO ACCOMMODATE THE ANTICIPATED
OPERATING CAPITAL DEFICITS BY THE ISSUANCE OF TAX
AND REVENUE ANTICIPATION NOTES ("TRANS") AS A
PARTICIPANT IN THE UTAH ASSOCIATION OF COUNTIES
("UAC") COMBINED CASH FLOW BORROWING PROGRAM (THE
"UAC PROGRAM"), AND RELATED MATTERS.

WHEREAS, it appears that property tax and other revenues will not be received
in the next budget year until after significant operating expenses have been incurred,
thereby causing operating capital deficits; and

WHEREAS, it will be in the best interest of the County to issue TRANSs to
provide temporary cash flow capacity to meet operating demands prior to receipt of
revenues in adequate amounts; and,

WHEREAS, UAC has invited the County to participate in the UAC Program to -

facilitate the issuance and sale by the County of its TRANs; and

WHEREAS, UAC has established a Program Implementation Board to solicit and
evaluate competitive bids and to select the best bid for the TRANs of participating
Counties; and

WHEREAS, it is timely to seek advice from a professional financial consultant
concerning the amount and timing of such cash flow borrowing; and

WHEREAS, the UAC Program appears to be the best source of TRANs financing
available to the County; and

WHEREAS, it is timely to make a commitment concerning TRAN financing by
the County so as to allow UAC and its Placement Agent
(the "Placement Agent"), to determine whether there is sufficient 1nterest to create an
adequately sized combined offering of TRANS;

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the County Cohdiiédibh  of
Cache County as follows:

Section I. It is found and declared to be in the best interest of the County to
anticipate cash flow deficiencies and provide operating capital by the issuance of

TRANS.

Section 2. The County declares its intentions to issue TRANs for the partial
financing of operating during periods when cash flow deficiencies would otherwise occur
during the next succeeding year.
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Section 3. It is determined that the UAC Program is the best alternative for
the County to use in connection with the issuance of its TRANS.

Section 4. If the County determines that it will not need to issue TRANS, then
this Resolution shall be of no effect for the next succeeding budget year. If, as it now
appears likely, the County determines that it is necessary or prudent to issue TRANs to
cover projected cash flow deficiencies, it will utilize the UAC Program for the issuance
of such TRANS, providing the UAC Program is then available.

Section 5. One of the purposes of this Resolution is to provide a commitment
upon which UAC may rely as it determines the size and feasibility of a combined County
TRANSs offering. If it is determined that there is insufficient county participation to
constitute a feasible offering of TRANS, then it is understood that the Placement Agent
will not proceed with the pooling and offering of combined cash flow notes.

Section 6. Authorization is granted for County officials to consult with the
Placement Agent concerning the appropriate size and timing of an issuance of TRANSs by
the County through the program sponsored by UAC. The Program Implementation
Board is authorized to work with the Placement Agent to solicit, receive and e valuate
bids for the TRANs and the investment of proceeds of the TRANs. Subject to final
approval of the County, the Program Implementation Board is also authorized to select
the best bid or bids for the sale of the TRANSs and the investment of the proceeds thereof.

WHEREAS, the County Council (the “Council”) of Cache County, Utah (the “County™)
considers it desirable and necessary and for the benefit of the County to issue up to $3,750,000
principal amount of sales tax revenue bonds (the “Bonds”), in one or more series, for the
purpose of paying aller part of the cost of (1) financing the costs associated with finishing (a)
approximately 13,800 square feet in the public safety administrative building and (b)
approximately 15,500 square feet in the jail facilities, both of which are part of the County’s
public safety and jail complex (the “Complex”) that is currently under construction, (2)
financing the consﬁuction of an additional 8,000 square feet of the public safety administrative
building of the Complex, (3) providing a debt service reserve, and (4) paying the costs incurred
in connection with the issuance and sale of the Bonds; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the applicable provisions of Chapter 14 of Title 11 (the “Utah

Municipal Bond Act”) of the Utal

has the authority to issue its sales tax revenue bonds for the foregoing purposes; and
WHEREAS, Section 11-14-21 of the Utah Code provides for the publication of a Notice of

Bonds to be Issued (the “Notice of Bond Issuance”) and the running of a 30-day contest period,

compliance with said Section with respect to the Bonds;

WHEREAS, Section 11-14-17.5(6) of the Utah Code requires that a public hearing be held
with respect to the issuance of sales tax revenue bonds and that notice of such public hearing be
given as provided by law; and

WHEREAS, the Council desires to publish a Notice of Public Hearing and Intent to Issue
Bonds (the “Notice of Public Hearing”) pursuant to Section 11-14-17.5(6) of the Utah Code;
and

WHEREAS, Section 11-14-17.5(7) of the Utah Code requires the County to submit the
question of whether or not to issue the Bonds to voters for their approval or rejection if, within
30 calendar days after the publication of such notice, a written petition requesting an election and
signed by at least 20% of the registered voters in the County is filed with the County; and

WHEREAS, the County desires (a) to declare the intention of the County to issue the
Bonds in the aggregate principal amount of not to exceed $3,750,000 for the purposes set forth
above, (b) to provide for the holding of a public hearing, (c) to direct the publication of a Notice
of the Public Hearing, and (d) to provide in this Resolution for the form of the petition, all as
required by law; and

Whereas, the County wishes to make a declaration of its official intent in satisfaction of
the requirements of United States Treasury Regulation Section 1.150-2;

Now, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the County Council of Cache County, Utah, as
follows:

Section 1. Bonds Authorized; Purpose. The Council hereby finds and determines

that it is in the best interests of the residents of the County for the County to issue the Bonds in

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in her office for public examination during the regular business hours of the County until at least
thirty (30) days from and after the date of publication thereof. The Herald Journal is hereby
designated pursuant to Section 11-14-21 of the Utah Code as the “official newspaper” of the
County for purposes of any notices to be published in accordance with the Utah Municipal Bond
Act.

For a period of thirty (30) days from and after publication of the Notice of Bond
Issuance, any person in interest shall have the right to contest the legality of this Resolution
(including the Final Bond Resolution and the Indenture attached hereto) or the Bonds hereby
authorized or any provisions made for the security and payment of the Bonds. After such time,
no one shall have any cause of action to contest the regularity, formality or legality of this
Resolution (including the Final Bond Resolution and the Indenture) or the Bonds or any
provisions made for the security and payment of the Bonds for any cause.

Section 3. Public Hearing. In satisfaction of the requirements of Section
11-14-17.5(6) of the Utah Code, a public hearing shall be held by the Council of the County on
Tuesday, February 11, 2003, during the regular Council meeting which begins at 5:00 p.m., at
the regular meeting place of the Council at 120 North 100 West, in Logan, Utah, on the issuance
by the County of the Bonds in an aggregate amount up to $3,750,000 for the purpose set forth in
Section 1; and

Section4.  Publication of Notice of Public Hearing. The County Clerk shall

Section 5. Form of Petition. The form of the petition to be used by registered
voters in requesting that an election be called to authorize the Bonds shall be in substantially the
form attached hereto as Annex 6.

Section 6. County Clerk to Perform Certain Acts. The County Clerk is hereby
directed to maintain a certified copy of this Resolution on file in her office during her regular
business hours for inspection by registered voters of the County, and other interested persons,
and upon request to supply copies of the form of petition specified in Section 5 hereof.

Section 7. Issuance of Bonds After Thirty-Day Period. In accordance with the
provisions of Section 11-14-17.5(7), Utah Code, if within thirty days after the final publication
of the Notice of Publi(; Hearing, a petition or petitions, in the form specified by Section 5 hereof,
are filed with the County Clerk, signed by not less than twenty percent (20%) of the registered
voters of the County (as certified by the County Clerk of the County) requesting that an election
be called to authorize the Bonds, then the County Council shall proceed to call and hold an
election on the Bonds. If such election is held and a majority of the registered voters of the
County voting thereon approve the Bonds, then, in accordance with the provisions of the Utah
Municipal Bond Act, the County shall thereupon be authorized to issue the Bonds. If no petition
is filed within the thirty-day period after the date of the final publication of such notice, or if it is
determined that the number of signatures on the petitions filed within the thirty-day period after

the date of the final publication of such notice is less than the required number, the County shall

proceed to issue the Bonds.

Tt is hereby declared that all parts of this Resolution are
severable, and if any section, paragraph, clause or provision of this Resolution shall, for any
reason, be held to be invalid or unenforceable, the invalidity or unenforceability of any such
section, paragraph, clause or provision shall not affect the remaining sections, paragraphs,
clauses or provisions of this Resolution.
