(CORPORATE FORM)

CACHE COUNTY, a Utah municipal corporation organized and existing under the
laws of the State of Utah, grantor, with its principal office at 179 North Main, Logan, Utah,
hereby CONVEYS and WARRANTS only as against all claiming by, through or under it, to
BEAR RIVER ASSOCIATION OF GOVERNMENTS, a Utah political subdivision, grantee,
of 170 North Main, Logan, Utah, for the sum of TWO HUNDRED FIFTY NINE
THOUSAND DOLLARS ($259,000.00) the following described tracts of land in Cache
County, Utah:

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 2003-03 ESTABLISHING
PROCEDURES FOR ALLOCATION OF RECREATION, ARTS, PARKS AND ZOO
(RAPZ) AND RESTAURANT TAX FUNDS.

The Cache County Council, in a regular meeting, lawful notice of which has been given,
finds that it is in the best interests of the citizens of Cache County to enact the following:

WHEREAS, the voters of Cache County approved the imposition of a 0.1% sales and use tax
in November, 2002, for the purpose of funding cultural, recreational, and
zoological organizations and facilities; and

WHEREAS, the Cache County Council has approved a 1% Restaurant Tax; and

//) WHEREAS, the Cache County Council, by statute, is empowered to establish procedures

whereby both RAPZ and Restaurant Tax funds are distributed to eligible
organizations

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE CACHE COUNTY COUNCIL THAT:

Ordinance No. 2003-03 is amended and RAPZ and Restaurant Tax funds will be distributed in a
manner consistent with the attached document entitled, RAPZ/RESTAURANT TAX

ALLOCATION.




This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon approval and publication in the manner
provided by law.

RAPZ/RESTAURANT TAX ALL.OCATION

Administration

1. Allocate 0.6% (approximately $6,000) of RAPZ tax to the State of Utah for collection expense.

2. Allocate 0.9% (approximately $9,000) for a RAPZ/Restaurant Tax Administrator.
a. The position will be one-fourth time without benefits.

b. The administrator will (1) report to the County Executive, (2) assist in preparation and
evaluation of proposals, (3) assure that allocated funds are properly used, and (4)-
obtain and review follow-up reports on projects.

3. A single RAPZ/Restaurant Tax Advisory Committee will be established to evaluate proposals
and make recommendations to the County Council on the allocation of Restaurant and RAPZ

(with the exception of Zoological Facilities) taxes.
a. The RAPZ/Restaurant Tax Administrator will act as staff to the Advisory Committee.

b. The committee will consist of eight members recommended by the County Executive

and approved by the County Council.
1. Two County Council members and the County Executive
2. One person from each of the five County Council districts not represented by a
Council member.

4. A single form will be developed to apply for RAPZ and Restaurant Tax funds and the
Advisory Committee will recommend which source of funds will be used.

5. Proposals will be due March 45 2 and allocation decisions will be completed by May 15 24.

6. Projects funded with RAPZ or Restaurant Tax funds must be available for use on an equal
basis by all citizens of the county.

RAPZ Cultural and Botanical

1. Allocate 45% 40%, after administrative costs, to this area. (Based-on-$1;600;0004ntaxes-
collected-the-amonnt-would-be-abeut-$441;000): The percentage will be reviewed afterthe-frst

yeat: each year.

2. All funds allocated to this area will be based on proposals submitted each year, however
multi-year commitments will be considered.

3. By law, no funds allocated to this area can be used for capital projects.

RAPZ Parks and Recreation

2. Specific use of funds in this area will be determined by the Willow Park Advisory Committee..

3. Funds can be used either for capital projects or operating expenses

Restaurant Tax
1. Emphasis will be given to supporting tourism.
2. Funds from the Restaurant Tax can be used either for capital projects or maintenance expenses.

3. Multi- year commitments will be considered.
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These are totals of registered voters in precincts by Council Districts.

The discrepancy between Seat #1 - Yeates and Seat #2 - Robison could be corrected by taking
Logan 16 away from Robison and placing it in Yeates’ district. Their totals would then be:

Yeates - 10634 - registered voters
- Robison - 11142 - registered voters

The discrepancy of over 7000 between North Seat - Gibbons and Northeast Seat - Chambers
could be corrected by taking the Smithfield Precincts 01, 02, 03, 06 & 07 out of Chambers’
district and placing them in Gibbons’ district, leaving only Smithfield Precincts 04 & 05 in
Chambers’ district. Their totals would then be:

Gibbons - 0634 - registered voters
Chambers - 8516 - registered voters

This is still a difference of 1000 voters, but Chambers’ area is experiencing greater growth than
Gibbons’ district.

LETTER OF UNDERSTANDING

BETWEEN
CACHE COUNTY
AND
CACHE MOSQUITO ABATEMENT DISTRICT

The Cache Mosquito Abatement District was organized in December, 2004 and the
District will not receive any property tax revenue until the 2005 property taxes are collected

~ and distributed.

The Cache Mosquito Abatement District needs some operating funds to pay for start
up expenses and initial ongoing operating expenses until property tax revenues are
available or tax anticipation financing is obtained.

The Cache Mosquito Abatement District has asked if Cache County will loan funds
to the District until they have their own funding.

Based on this information and request, Cache County agrees to loan the Cache
Mosquito Abatement District up to Ten Thousand Dollars ($10,000.00) as requested with
the understanding that the Cache Mosquito Abatement District will pay back to Cache
County the amount borrowed plus interest at the rate that Cache County pays for the
County’s tax anticipation financing.

The total amount plus interest borrowed by the Cache Mosquito Abatement District
will be paid to Cache County prior to December 31, 2005.
