8 The meeting was called to order at 1:00 p.m. with Nelson conducting; he welcomed all present. Allen gave opening
9 remarks. Nelson introduced the new Planning Commissioner Clair Ellis. He also explained that County Councilman
10 Darrel Gibbons will be the liaison with the Planning Commission in place of Paul Cook. The agenda was discussed;
11 Christiansen made the motion to approve the agenda as written. It was seconded by Clements and passed unanimously.
12 The minutes of the 7 February 2005 meeting were discussed. Christiansen made the motion to approve the minutes as
13 presented to the board; it was seconded by Dent and passed unanimously.
14
15 Brent Parker, agent for Malin Glenn (05-04NB), requested that 4000 West be determined a natural barrier dividing
16  his pre-1970 parcel of 65.25 acres in the Agricultural Zone at approximately 8100 South 4000 West, Mt. Sterling. This
17 roadway was the old alignment of the State Highway through Sardine Canyon. This request for a natural barrier
18  determination will create two new parcels of approximately 25 and 42 acres respectively. The request is consistent with
19 standards set forth under Section 16.01.060 of the Cache County Subdivision Ordinance which states, “Natural barrier
20 may include a pre-1970 parcel of land which is divided by a Federal, State, or County road...” The existing County Road
21 4000 West is maintained as a 2™ priority road by the County. The driving surface at this location is gravel and
22  approximately 24 feet wide with a greater than 66-foot wide right-of-way. It provides access to church property and to
23 the Mt. Pisgah road.
24
25 The County Recorder has an 1892 document showing the right-of-way for 3600 West along the east boundary of this
26 property. The location of the road cutting through the southeast corner of the property has changed since that date and
| 27 is now more consistent with the property line. The applicant should take steps to have the previous right-of-way
28  description abandoned by the County and record a new document showing the right-of-way where it is currently located.
m Road dedication forms for both road rights-of-way have been prepared by staffand given to the applicant’s agent to obtain
“0  the property owner’s notarized signature. Mr. Parker stated that the dedication forms prepared by staff had been signed
31 by the property owner and recorded. He gave staff a copy of each dedication. He stated he has been working with the
32 County Attorney on 3600 West and thought that had also been resolved. He will follow through to find documentation
33 of the County abandoning the road right-of-way cutting through the corner of Mr. Glenn’s property.
34
35 Clements made the motion to determine county road 4000 West as a natural barrier dividing a pre-1970 parcel with the
36 following stipulation: Documentation shall be given to staff prior to the release of the permit showing: 1) The existing
37 road right-of-way for 3600 West cutting across the southeast corner of this property has been abandoned by the County.
38  2) The dedication for road right-of-way for the actual location of 4000 West and 3600 West has been dedicated to the
39 County. The motion was seconded by Christiansen and passed unanimously. The following findings of fact were used
40 in making this decision: 1) The proposed natural barrier is consistent with the requirements of the County Subdivision
41 Ordinance. 2) The proposed natural barrier (4000 West) is a County maintained roadway. 3) Approval of the request
42 will not be detrimental to the health, safety, or general welfare of persons residing or working in the vicinity and will not
43 be injurious to property or improvements in the vicinity.

45 Steven and Angela Sorensen, agents for Dennis E. & Leona B. Sorensen; Jerry W. & Kimberly S. Skidmore; and
46  Derrick Ray Olsen (95-08MS), requested a recommendation of approval to the County Council for an amendment to
47  the Dennis Sorensen Minor Subdivision to change the size and configuration of four lots and for relief of the “restricted
48 lot”status of Lot 5 located on 9.30 acres of property in the Agricultural Zone located at 2907 South, 2941 South, &
49 2991 South 2400 West, and 2465 West & 2485 West 3000 South, College Ward.

51 The home that Derrick Olsen now owns is the original home on the pre-1970, 10-acre parcel; it was built in 1953
f“) according to County records. On 19 February 1975, the home was divided onto a 2.5-acre parcel by Melvin E. and Edith
~.~ Sorensen and deeded to Clara S. Parkinson. Between 1970 and 1978, ten acres was required for a residential lot in the
54 unincorporated area of the County; this division created a “restricted lot.” No permits or licenses can be issued by the

In 1995, Dennis E. Sorensen presented a preliminary plat application to the Planning Commission for a 5-lot minor
subdivision with two existing single family dwellings on property in the Agricultural Zone. Clara S. Parkinson, the
property owner of parcel #11-055-0009 (Lot 5) and sister to Dennis, refused to participate in the subdivision because the
required 8.5-foot dedication for road right-of-way along 2400 West and 3000 South would encroach too close to her
existing home and she was concerned that the property would experience a loss of value. The subdivision was denied
by the Planning Commission, but their decision was overturned on appeal to the County Executive with one of the
findings stating that “...restricting Clara S. Parkinson’s lot is moot as it was restricted in 1975...” The subdivision was
approved 11 July 1995 by the County Council with four lots eligible for a single family dwelling and Lot 5 as not part
of the subdivision and a “restricted lot” not eligible for any permits from the County until the required property is
dedicated to the County for future widening and improvements of the two roads bordering her lot and that subdivision
requirements be met at her expense. Since the subdivision is being reviewed for an amendment, it would be practical for
the new owner (Derrick R. Olsen) of parcel #11-055-0009 (Lot 5) to participate so his lot will be a legal lot eligible for
permits from the County. He was contacted by staff and agreed to participate in this subdivision amendment; he has
signed the mylar for the amended subdivision. :

There are three approved culinary water rights servicing the three existing single family dwellings; two applications were
filed with the State Water Engineer’s Office on 27 October 2004. for a.change of use-and point of diversion.for the
remaining two vacant lots. The two culinary water applications are in the names of Angela and Steven Sorensen;
however, only Lot 3 will be transferred to them. Lot 2 will remain in the name of Dennis Sorensen. The feasibility report
from Bear River Health Department dated 20 September 2004 states that each of the developed lots has an adequate
wastewater system and will not be affected by the proposed lot line changes. It has also been determined feasible for the
installation of an onsite wastewater disposal system on each of the two revised, undeveloped lots. The County Road
Superintendent requires that any new approach to this property will have a minimum 18" X 20' culvert installed in the
ditch. The nearest school bus stop is at the corner of 2400 West and 3000 South. Fire protection would be tanker trucks
from Logan and Wellsville, about 5.5 miles away. The subdivision is located within the automated service area for
garbage collection with no special services needed. There is no mapped FIRM Flood Plain on the property. The
configuration of Lot 3 is not a conventional shape, but it meets the criteria of the Subdivision Ordinance and Zoning
Code.

Ellis asked if the applications for the two culinary water right would be for individual wells. Teuscher replied that it
would be in this case. Ellis asked what incentives Mr. Olsen had to participate at this time. Teuscher explained that when
Mr. Olsen purchased the property from Mrs. Parkinson, it was disclosed to him that the property was a restricted lot;
however, he did not realize the full implications of what that meant. The home will be a legal nonconforming structure
because it will not meet the required setbacks, but Mr. Olsen will be allowed to obtain permits from the County if he
chooses.

Clements made the motion to recommend approval to the County Council for the Dennis Sorensen Minor Subdivision
Amendment with the stipulation that the subdivision plat will not be recorded until written verification is provided to staff
that the two culinary water right applications have been approved by the State Water Engineer’s Office. The motion was
seconded by Dent and passed unanimously. Findings of fact used in making this decision are: 1) The Dennis Sorensen
Minor Subdivision was approved by the County Council on 11 July 1995; this amendment is to adjust lot lines within
the subdivision and for relief of the “restricted lot” status of Lot 5. 2) The subdivision meets the current requirements
of the Subdivision Ordinance and the Zoning Code. 3) Approved culinary water rights were not required prior to the 1995
approval of this subdivision; applications have been filed with the State Water Engineer’s Office for the two remaining
undeveloped lots. 4) Approval of the amended subdivision will not be detrimental to the health safety, or general welfare
of persons residing or working in the vicinity nor will it be injurious to property or improvements in the vicinity.

Nolan P. Gunnell, agent for himself, Pamela B. Gunnell, Jeff G. & Penelope Glaittli, and Robert & Cindy
Lundskog (96-88MS), requested a recommendation of approval to the County Council for an amendment to change the
size and configuration of four lots in the Gunnell Minor Subdivision located on 64.64 acres of property in the Agricultural
Zone at 2720 West & 2776 West 7000 South, and 7095 South & 7145 South 2400 West, Mt. Sterling. The Gunnell Minor
Subdivision was approved in 1997 as a 5-lot subdivision with three lots (2 acres, 2 acres, & 3 acres) accessed from
2400 West, two lots (7.24 acres & 5.45 acres) planned to be accessed from the private road 7000 South, and an
agricultural remainder parcel of 42.48 acres. In February 2001, Mr. Gunnell presented staff with a plat dividing the
middle lot along 2400 West and combining the north half of that lot with the north lot (now 3 acres) and the south half

Dear Chip,

This letter is in response to the “Revised Travel Plan’ for the Ogden District of the
Wasatch-Cache National Forest. Cache County has reviewed the proposed plan and
) commends you and your staff for the excellent work that has been done. It is obvious that

a lot of time and effort has gone into the planning process.

While Cache County agrees with the proposal as a whole, there are several areas of
concern. These concerns are historic public roads relating to road access and road right-
of-way. Preston Ward and Larry Brunson, representing Cache County, met with Rick
Vallejos, Recreation Manager for the Ogden Ranger District, on Friday March 18, 2005
and reviewed with him these historic public roads and the related concerns. There are
several historic public roads that are shown on 1870's maps. These historic public roads
fall under the RS2477 right-of-way guidelines.

One of the great benefits of living in our area is the national forests. Cache County
believes that our citizens have the right to enjoy the national forests by ATV, jeep,
horseback, or walking. It is Cache County’s desire to keep these routes open to all types
of travel. It is also our responsibility to control and protect these historic public roads and
rights-of-way. Cache County is not proposing new roads or rights-of-way but requesting
that the historic public roads remain open.

A copy of the maps that indicates the historic public roads that Cache County claims under
the RS2477 right-of-way guidelines has been provided to Rich Vallejos. Cache County
asserts these claims and therefore request that these historic public roads be left open to
,f\'") publictravel. Cache County requests that our representatives meet with you as the Ogden
‘ District Ranger and review each of the RS2477 roads and decide together which historic




public roads should be maintained and which historic public roads should be restricted in
some manner.

Reference: Realignment of Highway 30, 1200 West to 400 North in Logan -
Dear Cory,

In 2002 Cache County made the decision to relocate our Law Enforcement and Public Safety
Facilities from 50 West 200 North in Logan to 1225 West Valley View (Highway 30).

A major factor in this decision was the fact that the realignment of Highway 30 through Logan
from 1200 West to 400 North was on the State Transportation Improvement Plan (STIP) and in the
“Concept Development” phase. As Cache County planned this major move, the County and Logan City
both were of the understanding that the realignment would happen within a three to five year period of
time. After property was already traded and purchased and construction had started on the facilities,
Cache County was informed that the Utah Transportation Commission had taken the realignment of
Highway 30 off from the STIP because of a lack of funding.

Cache County and Logan City have continually, since 2002, requested that this project be placed
back on the STIP and that the realignment take place. These requests have been made at Open
Houses, Transportation Commission Meetings, annual visits etc. John Njord, UDOT Executive Director
indicated to the Cache Chamber of Commerce in December, 2004 that this project would be funded.

However, the “draft” STIP included with your letter of February 11, 2005 does not include the
realignment. In response and in reply to your letter the Cache County Executive and Cache County
Council request that UDOT piace this realignment back on the STIP. We appreciated all that UDOT
does for our area and understand the difficult challenges of funding projects. Thank you for your help
with this matter and thank you for getting this project back on the STIP.
