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RESOLUTION NO. 2005-09

A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE REAL PROPERTY LOCATED ON 100 WEST, LOGAN
UTAH SURPLUS.

The County Council of Cache County, Utah, in a regular meeting, lawful notice of which
has been given, has held a Public Hearing this April 26, 2005 as to whether the real property
described as being the West half of the County Block located between 100 North and 200 North
on 100 West, Logan, Utah should be declared surplus; and,

After conducting the Public Hearing and receiving comments and discussing the same, the
Public Hearing was closed by vote of the Council; and,

The County now finds that the County has and will have no practical, economical,
efficient, or appropriate use for the property now or in the reasonably foreseeable future and the
purposes and public interests of the County would be better served by the declaration of the real
property as surplus and the disposition of that real property, all as required by Chapter 3.40,
Cache County Code.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the County Council finds that it is in the
best interests of the public that the real property owned by the County located on the West half of
the County Block lying between 100 North and 200 North along 100 West be declared surplus
real property for the following reasons: (a) the County has and will have no practical, economical,
efficient, or appropriate use for the property now or in the reasonably foreseeable future; and, (b)
the purposes and interests of the County would be better served by the declaration of the real
property as surplus; and, (c) the disposition of that real property would provide necessary revenue
for construction of other facilities on the County Block.

This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon adoption.

RESOLUTION NO. 2005-10

A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE SALE OF REAL PROPERTY ON 100 WEST, LOGAN,
UTAH.

The County Council of Cache County, Utah, in regular meeting lawful notice of which has
been given, finds that it is in the best interests of the citizens of Cache County to sell real property
as follows:

The real property described as being the West half of the County Block located between
100 North and 200 North on 100 West, Logan, Utah, has been declared surplus; and,

The County has publicized that the said real property is for sale for an extended period of
time and has received numerous public and private comments and suggestions concerning the
same; and,

The County has consulted with Logan City concerning its downtown needs and plans;
and,

After extensive publicity concerning the proposals and options for development of the
property, the County has asked that all proposals to be submitted to it in writing no later than
April 21, 2005; and, ‘

Several viable proposals have been received by various parties for i)urchase and
development of various parcels including both of said corners; and,’

The County Building Committee has evaluated the proposals and now recommends that
the Council accept the offer (or offers) set forth in Exhibit A; and

The County Council has evaluated said proposals based upon (1) needs and plans for
downtown Logan; (2) its continuing needs for parking for its operations and businesses on the
block; (3) prices and terms of sale and has determined to accept the offer (or offers) set forth in
Exhibit A.




THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, The County Executive is hereby authorized to
develop agreements with specific terms and conditions to facilitate the acceptance of the
offer (or offers) set forth in Exhibit A.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, The County Executive is hereby authorized to
execute said agreements.

This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon adoption.

BUILDING COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATIONS
April 26, 2005

NORTHWEST CORNER
Accept bid from Workforce Services to:
a. Pay $700,000 for a site to build a 25,000 square foot building with a
15,000-20,000 square foot footprint.
b. Expend approximately $200,000 for site and parking improvements.
Workforce Services will require an average of about 60 parking stalls
and use of those stalls will be non-exclusive.

SOUTHWEST CORNER

1. Pursue a land trade for a four screen theatre site in return for County ownership
of the Cinema Theatre.
2. Pursue sale of the Cinema Theatre to Logan City for $600,000. Logan will pay
the cost of theatre demolition.
_/> 3. Pursue offer from Gene Needham to donate apartment building on 100 N. The
N County will pay the cost of building demolition and transfer title for the site to
Logan City.
4. Purse bid from Cache Title to purchase a 2,500-3,500 square foot site for
$75,000 to build a 6,000 square foot building. Cache Title will also pay to
construct 20 parking stalls adjacent to the building. .
5. Pursue interested parties to submit bids for a restaurant/office building complex
next to the theatre.

OTHER:

1. County will improve 100 stalls on the block that will be used by County
employees.

2. All RDA funds generated by projects on property now owned by the County
will be used for improvements of property on the block now owned by the
County.

3. Any remaining RDA funds will be used to pay for improvements of property
on the East side of the block now owned by Logan City.

4. Logan City and County will join in paying any shortfall on block improments.

A RESOLUTION INCREASING THE BUDGET APPROPRIATIONS
