SUBJECT:  Riverview Minor Subdivision Final Plat Approval Request

- Brian Lyon, agent for Riverview Minor Subdivision and Doug Griffin, is requesting Final Plat
> approval of this 5-lot minor subdivision located on 18.46 acres of property in the Agricultural Zone
at 6370 North to 6310 North Highway 23, south of Newton.

This subdivision was reviewed by the Planning Commission on August 2, 2004, and approved
subject to the stipulation that a garbage collection area shall be provided for the subdivision in a way
the garbage trucks will not impede traffic during collection and where the cans will not easily tip
Over.

Findings of fact used in approving this subdivision are as follows:
1. The subdivision meets requirements of the Ordinance.
2. The applicants have agreed to meet UDOT requirements accesses to three for the five lots.
3. The applicants have agreed to construct the access with written approval given to staff from
UDOT prior to requesting a zoning clearance for a building permit on a lot utilizing that
access.
+. Approval of the subdivision will not be detrimental to the adjacent properties or improvements
in the immediate vicinity.
5. The subdivision plat will not be filed for recording until after the culinary water rights have
been approved by the State Water Engineer’s Office.

There is a copy in the file of the unapproved water rights for culinary water for five families to drill individual wells.
These water rights are required to be approved prior to the recording of the subdivision plat in the County Recorder’s
Office. There isalso a copy on file of the unapproved water right for irrigation on the property. A feasibility report from
Bear River Health Department states that it will be feasible to install a waste water (septic) system on each lot that will
fi

unction properly. A septic tank permit will be required for each lot prior to the release of a zoning clearance for a
residential building permit.

The nearest school bus stop is approximately five blocks from the proposed subdivision. Fire protection will be tankers
from Newton, approximately two miles away. Garbage collection will require an area to be prepared off the road for the-

A discussion ensued regarding the location of this proposed subdivision. Mr. Lyon stated they attended an Access
Management meeting for this subdivision at the same time they went for the West Bend Minor Subdivision. Clements

Douglas L. Stipes, agent for Swift & Company (formally E. A, Miller)(01-06C), requested a Master Plan Revision
to add a new 15' X 30" security building to the south side of the truck wash building, to the north of the dry storage/supply

building, and to the northeast of the plant located on 5.7 acres of property in the Manufacturing Zone at approximately
4200 South 1200 West, north of Hyrum.

To meet the demands of the business, the plant processes approximately 111 trucks in and out of the facility each day.
They contract an outside company for security needs, weighing, processing , and the routing of inbound, outbound, and

.. internal traffic. The main point of entry for all traffic is currently located south of the north boundary separating Hyrum

) City and Cache County on Hyrum’s 200 West Street. Since they are in some form of operation twenty-four hours a day,

waiting to deliver their cattle, the line will extend beyond the western property line requiring them to line up along the
street. This has not been a serious item of complaint, but is an issue that would be resolved with the new security building

lot, but the applicants have agreed they would comply with the Health Department’s recommendation. Draxler added
that FHA and VA loans cannot be obtained on property with a shared well, unless the well is to be on the parcel with the
home. That is a fairly small, but significant, segment of the market. L. Nelson stated that when Mr. Hoyt has a concern,
it is usually valid. In his tenure on the Planning Commission, this is the first time Mr. Hoyt has written a letter regarding
this type of concern. Clements replied that he would rather allow the applicants to drill a well on the closest lot and have
it tested before requiring a common well. Draxler stated 2 community well works well with an adequate homeowner’s

association in place, easements shown on the plat, and a large enough pump to provide adequate volume and pressure
to each home.

Clements added that a note should also be added to the plat regarding the close proximity of an existing, active gravel
pit. It is located to the north and west of the proposed subdivision and will remain active for years to come. Douglas
Griffin asked if there is a greater chance of contamination by drilling one large well rather than four small wells, He
asked if they could drill two wells instead of being restricted to one well. Clements expressed concern regarding the
requirements of a public drinking water system (25 people for at least 60 days of the year minimum standard) vs. a
community well. L. Nelson advised using a larger diameter pipe for the waterline and to stay away from elbow and “Ts.”

were: 1) The proposed subdivision meets the County Subdivision Ordinance. 2) The Planning Commission made the
decision to uphold the Health Department’s recommendations to have a single well and to add a note advising future
buyers of the proximity of the abandoned landfill.
