The CacheCouny weed ontrd progam wil fundionin acordancewiththe1971 Wah State Noxious WeedAct
andCacheCountyOrdirance 79-11) targanize, supervi®, and coordin@ a noxious weed comtrplan for Cache
County.

CacheCouny encaurags conmercal am privatewesdcorirol efforts vihee possible. The county weed coratr
personnelwill providenoxiaisweed control in areaghere terran, organizdional problems, or spcial equipment
requirements make it diffult for commercial or pivate contol efforts o succeed.

Current wed catrol practice will be usedncludng clemtal, biolagical, culural and mehanicaimettods.

The County WeedBoardshalinitiate quartely coordnaionmeetingseactyear. All organkatiors conerna with

weed control should be invited to haveepresenttive in attendane. The following agencies shoule nvited:

should be imattendane. Any other interestd partiesor citizens shold be notified of these meetingzrough a

noicein thenavspagr.

Thepurpse 6 thesprirg meding wil be toinvertory and reca current prol@m aras, discusand record ay
new infestations, discus effectve weed contol efforts, discuss and coodinate @unty priaities with the
Cooperdive WeedVlanagerant Ara (CWMA) priorties,and plan ad organize the yeals weedcontrol program.

Thetwo mid year meetirsgwill be heldo discuss pressing weeaohtrol issues suas new weed dcoveres, weed
law violatins, ancenfacenent.

Anothermeeting $1allbe teldin thefallto infarm the WedBoardof the activities of he WeedControl Depatment
for thepast weed seags and to discuspossilte county prioities for the GVMA the following year. TheAnnual
WeedProgress Reporshoud be pesentd and a sumary of tle results othe surmer's actiities shouldbe
discussed.

WEED CONTROL SERVICE AREA

Any individual, corpordion, municipdity, governmental gency, ororganizaion owning, leasing, ocontrolling
propertymay request the seices of the County Weed Cant Depatment in accordace with weed conbl
prioritiesestabibhel andapproed ly theWea Baard andheCacheCourty Cauncl.

Propertyowrersare enouragedto paticipate in the weed control procesg locating, identifing and controlling
specific infestations on their individual propes. The Weed Control Department reserves the rightedsibe
commercid application equipment when the Gunty eqgupment isnot awailable.

Controlof noxious weeds ostears, drainag, andrrigation sytens. Alsg contrdof non-roxious plants
whichimpede he watr flow in irrigation systemswhen thatcorrol can beaccorplished agpart of the
noxious weed applidan.

Control of roxious wedson roncrop hnd arassuchasrangelandyvet pastues, fence lines/acant land
etc.

CATEGORIES OF WEEDS

For the purpos of organizingand fundhg cantrol progams, the wed are classid ino threecategoes. The
categoriesare INVADING andSPECIAL EMPHASIS WEEDS, OTHER WEED&d SEECIAL PROJECT
WEEDS.

INVADING AND SPECIAL EMPHASIS WEEDS are thosdoundin snall localizedinfestations.
Thesewveas may omay noappear on State @ounty wxiousweed lists but are emphaged because
of thar paertial threat. Weds caoisdeaedinvades in Cache County areYELLOW STARTHISTLE,
DIFFUSE KNAPWEED, RUSSIA KNAPWEED, SPOTTED KNAPWEED, S@ARRGCSE
KNAPWEED, DALMATIAN TOADFLAX, YELLOW TOADFLAX, BUFFALOBUR, BLACK
HENBANE, HALOGETON, WILD PROSO-MILLET, PURPLE LOOSESRIFE, PERENNAL
PEPPERWEEDSCOTCH THISTE, MUSK THISTLE, LEAFY SPWIRGE, BERMUDAGRASS,
JOHNSONSRASS.,and ST. JOHEWART. Equipment and laor maybe preided ly theCouny as
provided for in the Weal Control Fee Shedule(see pg. 3).The propety owner is respnsible for
monitoring and spotreaing the infestation.

OTHER WEEDS is thedesigation gventhosenoxious weeds and other weeds whose iafestis of
ageeaal raturethroughouthe County. @ases that pse a fire haard ae included in this categgr The
full cost of trating thee weds vill be assumedy the property owner. Noxious weeds in thégegory
are:. SMALL WHITE TOP, FELD BINDWEED CANADA THISTLE, DYERS WOAD,
QUACKGRASS, MEDWAHEAD, GOATSRUEand POIS® HEMLOCK.

SPECIAL PROJECT WEEDS are thoseweeals that wl be gven specal comsideation die to
circumstinces and\ailable funding. Aerial spaying is undetthis caegory.

All requess for agriculture crop spaying and esidental yard ard/or garden spaying will be referred to
conmercial applicaors. Spraying of specific noxios weals inthese @scrbedareas W be gven speial
considerabn.



WEED CONTROL FEE SCHEDULE
The following charges will b effective for the 208 spraying season.

CHEMICAL Cost of the anount of chemica(s) used
2. INVADING and SPECIAL EMPHASIS WEEDS -- Oneacre or Iss $15.0&top clhrge tdhe prperty

owrer. Qver ore ace, hanical ost wil be @yeal bypropety ovne.

3. OTHER WEEDS -- Prertyowrerswill pay allchenical equpment, andabor csts. Anyproperty
owner who wil not a canmt proside acess o their propety for tte Cauntytruclks andpower pray
equpment, will pay tvemical and labor costfor backpak or Herbiespraying. Municipdities requesng
County Weed Department services through Intertidggeements wilbe chaged chemical, laborand
equipnent cats.

4, SPECIAL PROJECT WEEDS -- Will be congilered upn funding avalable.

5. A MINIMUM FEE of $3.00 (t¢al co$ oflaba, equipment & chemical) will gy to all site visits made
by Weed Depament peronneland ehtlesin responséo requess for weed contol, exceptas povided
otherwse incategory?.

Requstsfor servicesor contracts with Cade Couny Weed Depamentwhich, due to digance, terran, or pecal
personnel requirements,crede expeses notanticipated in the abog guidénes (catgories 1 throug5), will be
negotiged on anindividual basis with the County Weed Sipewvisor and, if necessiry, the Gounty Executive.
PUBLICATION OF NOXIOUS WEED NOTICE

BebreMay 1 ofeachyear a gneal notce ¢ thenoxibus weds m the County must be posed in atleastthree
public places inthe County. he samenotce nust bepublsheal ina newgpaper nothe publication of gereral

circulation within the County.

Propertyowners, orle person in posseisn ofa pieceof groum, may beagiven notce persoally a by ceritfied

mail that the weedsnaheir property must be contralle The noticeshall include the specifiactiors requied to
controlweeds on the propertyd a specificitne frame forconpletion. Ifno acin istakertoremedy the situain

thepropety may bedetareda publ¢c nusance

If the owner or pemn in possession of the qperty fals to take ation to control the noxious weeds witHine

working days dter the propery is declared ayblic nuisance, the County Weed Degianentmay, after resonable
notification, enter the proerty, withou thecorsen ofthepersn n cotrd of thepropety ard peformanywork

necessaryd controlthe veed. Any &pensédncurredby theCounty ih contrdling the naious weds is pid by
the propery owner or theperson in posesson of the progerty. These barges mustbe pad within 90 days ater

receip of the clarges If not paid within 9 days afer notice of the chges, the chaes become a lien agairike
property andre cokkctiblewith tre g@eral propey taxes.
